MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE COMMUNITY & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE HELD AT NORTH LODGE PARK,

THURSDAY 17 JUNE 2010

1. ELECTION OF COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN

It was proposed by Cllr Read, seconded by Mayor Cllr Nolan and AGREED that Deputy Mayor Cllr J Edwards be appointed Chairman.

The Chairman advised that as part of the review of the committee structures, this committee may cease to exist in the future.
2. ELECTION OF COMMITTEE VICE CHAIRMAN

It was proposed by Cllr Read, seconded by Cllr B Edwards and AGREED that Cllr Thompson be appointed Vice Chairman.  

Before accepting the post, Cllr Thompson stressed that she would prefer to stand for reappointment as Vice Chairman of the Works & General Purposes Committee.  Members felt that if the existing Standing Orders remain in force then they could be suspended to allow Cllr Thompson to stand for reappointment.  The new Model Standing Orders, if adopted, do not exclude members from standing for Chairman or Vice Chairman of more than one committee.

3. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11 MARCH 2010

The Minutes of the Meeting held on the 11 March 2010, which had been approved by full council on 12 April 2010 were signed.    

4. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.

5. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies were received from Cllr P Harris, Cllr T Nash, Ex-Officio 

Peter Stibbons and Town Clerk Julie Chance.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 

There were no members of the public present

6. AREA PARTNERSHIP

Members were in receipt of a copy of the Poppyland Area Partnership AGM Chairman’s Report and various leaflets including the new Coast leaflet.  

Coast (Cromer & Sheringham Arts Festival) Cat Plewman asked that if any members are visiting other towns, could they please take some of the Coast leaflets.  Any help with circulating the leaflets will be appreciated.  The Mayor was thanked for her attendance at the launch of Coast.

Members were pleased to note that additional funding for the event has been confirmed this week.  Cat advised that more than 70 funding sources had been approached and that some funding is specific to certain events and some events will be self-financing via ticket sales.

Cat was asked to also report this to the next meeting of the Publicity & Entertainments Committee.
7. CPPF

Cat Plewman circulated graphs illustrating the usage levels of Merchants’ Place.  Members were pleased to hear that the centre is just about breaking even which is unusual as this type of community venue normally runs at a deficit.

8. EAST END OF TOWN & BOND STREET SIGNAGE

It was noted at the last meeting that NCC Highways had confirmed that a sign behind the No Entry sign would cause no problems.  This is now in the hands of the Chamber of Trade.  Cllr Thompson advised that she is now a member of the Chamber of Trade committee.

It was reported that members of the Chamber of Trade are not happy that a shop in Bond Street has been granted permission for change of use to residential and feel that this could open the doors to the loss of other shops in the street.  It was AGREED that the Deputy Town Clerk would contact Peter Stibbons to confirm that Cromer Town Council objected to this planning application on the grounds of the loss of shop premises.  It would also be stressed that Cromer Town Council welcome comments on planning applications from the Chamber of Trade and members of the public.

9. ORIENTEERING

Members were in receipt of a report from Cllr Harris.  Following discussion it was AGREED to ask Cllr Harris to proceed with the design of the maps.  Members asked that Cllr Harris clarify what the position is in respect of liability and insurance and also whether planning permission is required for the markers. Cat Plewman will provide the details of more appropriate funding sources and also the contact details of a lady who is very experienced in applying for funding grants and charges a relatively low fee.  The Deputy Clerk was asked to obtain details of other permanent orienteering courses in order that members have more understanding of what is involved.

10. SUPERFAST BROADBAND

It was noted that Karen O’Kane from Shaping Norfolk had made a presentation in respect of Broadband at the last full council meeting.  Members felt that there is a need for a campaign to encourage people to register on the EREBUS website to strengthen the demand for a better Broadband service.  The Deputy Clerk advised that this would be included in the next Cromer Times column.

11. BEACH HUTS

Cllr Read advised that he had heard nothing further from NNDC but that the painting of the beach huts was almost complete.

12. CORRESPONDENCE 

12.1 Display Lights on Hotel de Paris Slopes – It was AGREED to write to NNDC to ask that the display lights be repaired as soon as possible.  It had been reported that only one set was lighting up.  The letter would be copied to the District Councillors.

12.2 Rocket House – It was AGREED to write to NNDC to ask for the redecoration schedule of the lobby and stairwell of the Rocket House.  It was reported that the current state of the décor is reducing the attractiveness of the building.  The letter would be copied to the District Councillors.
