PRE-SUBMISSION PLANNING
7.1 
Proposed Affordable Housing Scheme for Cromer:- The Clerk circulated a letter received from NNDC concerning a proposed affordable housing scheme off Lynewood Close.  A consultation event took place on Wednesday 19th December in St. Martin’s Hall.  It was AGREED that the Clerk should write to NNDC stating that the Town Council object very strongly to this proposal and felt that the presentation was very poor with several questions not answered satisfactorily.  The letter will also make enquiries on several other points including whether NNDC can demonstrate that they are satisfying PPG17 if they give permission for this development to go ahead.   It was also AGREED that the Clerk would issue a press release on the same lines as the one for the rear of Sutherland House.

PLANNING APPEALS

Erection of Eighteen Two-Bed Flats, Cambridge Street, Cromer  - Appeal Hearing:- It was AGREED that the Clerk would contact Paul Took to ascertain the current position.

OTHER PLANNING MATTERS

9.1 Proposed Development – Rear of Sutherland House:-  The Clerk reported that many letters of objection had been received both at this office and NNDC.  Cllr. Lee reported that the objections were written concerning the pre-submission application and if a formal application is made all the people concerned would need to write again.
9.2 Gypsy and Traveller Site:- The Clerk circulated two letters received from Steve Blatch of NNDC.  NNDC feel that they carried out the consultation in a legal and proper manner and do not feel that they need to repeat the consultation.  The Clerk reported that the records show that every effort was made by the representatives from Cromer Town Council to object to the proposal for the site and all the other sites in Cromer at the time of the forums in 2006.

HIGHWAYS MATTERS

Marrams Avenue:-  The Clerk read an email from NCC stating that footpath works were proposed for Marrams Avenue and two of the Town Council’s street lights would need to be moved.  NCC have confirmed that they will meet the costs for the new street lights and it was AGREED that the Clerk would write and confirm that Cromer Town Council were happy for them to be moved.

Waiting Restrictions – Cross Street:- The Clerk read a letter received from NCC stating that they recommend at “At Any Time” Waiting Restrictions are retained to ensure access to private off-street parking and therefore would not wish to allow parking on the north side of Cross Street opposite 15-19 as this would obstruct access.

Market Town Cycle Stands:- The Clerk read a letter received from NNDC suggesting that the cycle stands adjacent to the pedestrian crossing in Church Street be banded with yellow in order to help the partially sighted.   It was AGREED that the Clerk would write and say that Cromer Town Council would prefer to see these cycle stands painted silver instead of black with yellow banding.
