NNDC are still seeking clarification on the care home situation and confirmed that the next step as far as Mini Harbord House was to prosecute.  Mr. Hammond had three months to appeal and has not done so.  Mr. Williams confirmed that this will be taken to Court in due course.

Planning Application 20071891 – Cromwell Road:- The original application was withdrawn.

Proposed Gypsy & Traveller Site:- The Clerk read a letter received from Steve Blatch at NNDC stating that they are proposing to move forward with the submission of planning applications for the provision of short stay stopping places or transit site facilities at Cromer and Fakenham.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to Steve Blatch requesting confirmation that transit sites can never be permanent.  The Clerk will also enquire as to the radius of the transit sites.

Planning Application No. 20071982 – Jetty Street:-   It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to NNDC stating that although Cromer Town Council did not object to this application at the time, further information has come to light and we feel that the satellite dish is unsightly.

NNDC confirm that no change of use application has been submitted.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to NNDC enquiring what they intend to do about the change of use from a public house to a private dwelling.
