1. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 17TH FEBRUARY 2011

	8.1 	None received.

9. 	OTHER PLANNING MATTERS

9.1 	Sutherland House:- Notes of informal meeting attached.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to North Norfolk District Council following the May elections to request them to review the LDF as it is felt that the outcome of the Sutherland House site is not what the residents wanted.  A formal planning application will need to be submitted for the site which will give Cromer Town Council the opportunity to consider their response at that time.    This matter will be placed under a separate item on the next Full Council agenda.
9.2	PF/10/1376 & 7 – 1 Surrey Street:- It was reported that Cllrs. Harris and Read attended the site visit and this application has been refused.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to North Norfolk District Council Planning Department and state that Cromer Town Council support the decision to refuse this application.
9.3	Development Committee – 1 Surrey Street:- Reported in 9.2 above.
9.4 	6 Cross Street:- It was reported that the windows have been removed and replaced with plastic windows.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to the Enforcement Officer at North Norfolk District Council to ask whether an application had been submitted.

10.	LICENSES

	10.1 	None received.

11.	HIGHWAY MATTERS

11.1 	Gritting of Pavements:- It was reported that the Chamber of Trade do not wish the grit bin to be sited outside the Community Centre on Garden Street.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would contact St. John Hall in Bond Street and ask whether it would be possible to place a grit bin on their car park area.   The Clerk will check with Norfolk County Council that this site will be acceptable.
11.2	Emails – Steve White – Norfolk County Council:- The Clerk read an email received from Steve White, Norfolk County Council listing all the remedial works which will be carried out following a site meeting with Cllr. Thompson.
	Hans Place:-  The Clerk read an email received from Steve White, Norfolk County Council stating that the prohibition of loading requested would cost several thousand pounds and is only as good as any enforcement.  The Police can already take action if vehicles are parked too close to the junction and causing an obstruction.  It was AGREED that the Police would be asked to monitor the situation at the next Full Council meeting.
	Car Parking Space - Community Centre:- The Clerk read an email received from Steve White, Norfolk County Council stating that it would be easier to paint KEEP CLEAR on the road in white paint but it would not be legally enforceable.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would request that this be carried out as soon as possible.
11.3 	Footway – The Warren:- It was reported that tree roots are breaking up the footway in The Warren.  Cllr. Thompson will arrange for Steve White to meet her to look at the problem.

12. 	TRANSPORTATION MATTERS

12.1 	Coaches:- It was AGREED that the Clerk would enquire with Norfolk County Council if it would be possible for coaches to drop off and collect passengers on Beach Road.  If this is possible a request for signs indicating the coach point will be requested.

13. 	CORRESPONDENCE AND CIRCULARS

13.1	Shelters – North Lodge Park and The Marrams:- It was reported that the shelters in North Lodge Park are listed as they are in the same curtilage as North Lodge.  It was AGREED that the matter concerning listing of the Marrams shelter will be reviewed after the Easter period to give North Norfolk District Council time to carry out some repair work.  North Norfolk District Council have stated that work has been carried out on the Marrams shelter.  Members said they cannot see any evidence of recent work.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would contact North Norfolk District Council to establish the recent work carried out on the shelter.
13.2	Fisheries Local Action Group:- Cllr. Lee gave a brief outline of the Action Group. 
	Cllr. Thompson reported that she and Janet Warner had completed the recent questionnaire and had included the plans for the Old Chapel  as a fishing heritage site.  
13.3 	Road Closures:- The Clerk reported that Norfolk County Council will not accept any joint applications for events but as a result of changes to the way they are handled the cost of each road closure will be reduced to £36 from £450 per year.
