HIGHWAY MATTERS

11.1 
Damage to Building at Junction of Mount Street/Church Street:-   The Clerk read a letter received from Norfolk County Council stating that there is no obvious solution to the problem of lorries hitting and damaging the building and there is no room for the installation of bollards.  The letter also stated that Norfolk County Council have no duty to protect property.  Noted.

11.2 Gritting – Pavements:- The Clerk reported that detailed 

investigations have been made into purchasing and operating a gritting machine.  It was AGREED that due to all the problems that arise, the purchase of a gritting machine would not be taken any further at this present time.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to Norfolk County Council and enquire whether a grit bin could be placed in the town centre outside the Church in order for the local shops to grit the front of their premises.

TRANSPORATION MATTERS

12.1 Coaches:- It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to Norfolk

County Council and enquire whether, once the bus station was up and running, a coach dropping off and pick up point could be accommodated or whether Louden Road could be used as an alternative.

13.4 Holt Town Council – Gritting North Norfolk District Council Car Parks:- The Clerk read a letter received from Holt Town Council concerning the lack of gritting on the North Norfolk District Council car parks and requesting support.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write in support. 

13.5 Letter – Dog Bins:- The Clerk read a letter requesting dog bins to be installed.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to the resident concerned explaining that this was a responsibility of North Norfolk District Council and she will forward her letter to them.
