PLANNING APPEALS

7.1 
Bus Station – Prince of Wales Road:- It was AGREED that Cllr. Lee would attend the Appeal Hearing on 17th July at 

10.00 am at North Lodge in the Council Chamber and speak on behalf of Cromer Town Council.  The Appeal Hearing is open to the public and all Councillors are welcome to attend.

14 Fulcher Avenue:- It was AGREED to look at our original comments and if an objection was made this should be followed up with some correspondence to the relevant body.  It was also AGREED that the Clerk would write to NNDC expressing concern that two weeks have been lost as the six week period starts from 31st March but their letter was dated 15th June.

OTHER PLANNING MATTERS
8.1 
Sutherland House:- Two letters were circulated which had been received from Christine Boden Smith.  It was AGREED that the Enforcement Officer at NNDC would be invited to attend the next Planning Transport and Environment Committee meeting on Thursday 19th July and the Clerk will inform Christine Boden Smith that she would be welcome to attend.

Guest Houses – Planning Policy:- The Clerk read an email received from John McCoy enquiring about Cromer Town Council’s and NNDC’s Planning Policy concerning Guest Houses.    Mr. McCoy would like to purchase a Guest House and convert it to a private residence.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to inform Mr. McCoy that both NNDC and CTC had a policy of retention of Guest Houses.

Cromer Preservation Society – Signs Jetty Cliff:- The Clerk read a letter received from A. Boyce stating that the signs which had been erected by NNDC were obtrusive and detracted from a very picturesque view of the town.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to NNDC and ask whether more appropriate signs could be erected on the promenade on a plinth.  It was also AGREED that the Clerk would request NNDC to liaise with Cromer Preservations Society and Cromer Town Council as to the design of  some new signs. The Clerk will also write to Mr. Boyce to let him know our actions.  A letter would also be sent to the Crabline to inform the members of the public of Cromer Town Council’s view point.

8.4 
Mayfair Hotel:-  The Clerk read a letter received from Diana Meggy enquiring why Cllr. Nash had not attended a meeting to object to the closure of Mayfair Hotel to be turned into accommodation for 8 dysfunctional people.  Ms. Meggy said that the meeting was held on 31st June and the Clerk will establish whether this was a typing error as the date has not arrived yet.   It was 
AGREED that the Clerk would write to Ms. Meggy informing her that she was able to attend our Planning Committee meeting when this was being discussed and a letter of objection could have also been written to Cromer Town Council.   Cromer Town Council registered a No Objection to this application as no objections had been received from members of the public.

SITE VISITS – NNDC:- The Clerk read an email received from Tracy Armitage at NNDC giving the results of the site visits as follows:-


20070625 – Retention of extension alterations to provide single dwelling – Refused.


20070591 – Retention of part of existing building and use as single dwelling  -   Deferred, to negotiation S106 agreement to secure demolition of rear extension.


20070590 – Boat house/ trailer store – Withdrawn.


20070357 – Change of use to R1 Residential Care – Approved.


It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to NNDC expressing the fact that Cromer Town Council would like to negotiate concerning the S106 agreements for this application and any future applications.  S106 is attached to planning applications and can come in the form of money or green spaces and it is felt that if this is on a development in Cromer, Cromer Town Council should receive the S106 agreement.

Development Control East:- 20070727 – Erection of ten dwellings with associated parking and access road; land at Jubilee Lane and Station Road for Mr. T. Fowler heard on 31st May, 2007 – No result known at present.


20070564 – Conversion of former hotel to eight-bed supported residential accommodation with communal living room and warden’s accommodation; 27 Cabbell Road for K T Heath Limited heard on 31st May, 2007 – No result known at present.

LICENCES
9.1 
Family Kebab House, 21 New Street:- An application for Late Night Refreshment Sunday – Thursday 14.00 – 01.00 hours, Friday – Saturday 14.00 – 03.00 hours.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write and object on the grounds that it was too late and would disturb the residents.  It was also felt that the late licence could encourage anti social behaviour.

10. 
HIGHWAY MATTERS

10.1 
New Street Alleyways:- The Clerk reported that the alleyways have now been resurfaced and a discount of 10% was given due to the length of time and problems that had occurred.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would contact NNDC to establish who owned the alleyways as Woodrows are stating that they are not within the freehold titles of their clients.

10.2 
Yellow Lines – Cliff Avenue:- The Clerk reported that she had not received an update on the position and this will be placed on the agenda for the main Cromer Town Council meeting on Monday 25th June in order to consult with the police and the County Councillor.

10.3 
New Street Traffic:- The Clerk read letters received from NCC and NNDC stating that this is the responsibility of the Police.  The Clerk also wrote to the Traffic Warden requesting extra visits.  This item will be placed on the agenda for the main Cromer Town Council meeting on Monday 25th June in order to consult with the police.

10.4 
Cycle Parking Facilities:-  The Clerk read an email received from NCC stating that £20,000 has been allocated in the year 2008/09 to Cromer for cycle parking facilities.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to the Chamber of Trade and place an article in the Cromer Times asking for suggestions of the best possible place for this facility.  The Councillors are also asked to consider this and make suggestions.

10.5 
Morrisons Supermarket:- The Clerk read a letter received from Mott MacDonald with details of the works to be carried out at Morrisons Supermarket as follows:-


Widening of the exit lane to create left and right turn lane.


Construction of a pedestrian refuge at the junction to help pedestrians cross safely.


Improve visibility splay for emergency traffic.


New street lighting.


It is envisaged that this work will be completed by the end of June 2007.

10.6 
Chapel Street:- It was reported that complaints had been received that boy racers were using Chapel Street at night and the pedestrianisation was being abused by other vehicles during the day.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to the Police and Traffic Warden to ask that this area be monitored.

10.7 
20 mph – Town Centre:- It was reported that negotiations had taken place between the Mayor and Adrian Gunson, the Chair of Planning and Transportation at NCC, concerning the installation of a 20 mph limit through the Town Centre.  Mr. Gunson felt it would be inappropriate and that a lot of money had already been spent on the Town Centre.  He had not received any letters from the stakeholders requesting a 20 mph limit.  It was AGREED that the Mayor should liaise with the stakeholders and keep the negotiations going.

Cadogan Road Bus Layover:- The Clerk read a letter received from NNDC stating that negotiations were currently taking place with NCC regarding the terms of the lease that NNDC would require.  NNDC will keep Cromer Town Council informed of any progress.

It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to NNDC stating that one of the exhibitions should have been held in the evening in order for people who are working to attend.  It was AGREED that the Councillors will consider possible responses and bring them to the Cromer Town Council meeting in July.
