11.1 
Meadow Car Park:-  The Clerk reported that she had written to NNDC stating that Cromer Town Council would like to see a portion of the Meadow Car Park (say ½) designated a long stay parking area.  NNDC will keep Cromer Town Council informed of the outcome of discussions.

Site Inspections at 129/131 Overstrand Road and 20 Hillside:-  The Chairman reported that 20 Hillside had been approved.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to NNDC to ascertain the result of the site visit to 129/131 Overstrand Road.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

New Street Alleyways:- It was reported that the alleyways have still not been resurfaced despite a letter to the contractor stating that Cromer Town Council would be looking for another contractor if this matter was not dealt with in the near future.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would obtain further quotes and write to S. King informing him that he was not to carry out the work on our behalf.
