Mr. Francis, the Co-ordinator from the Wells Area Partnership, gave a very informative and interesting presentation on the Homes for Wells Project.  Homes for Wells was set up by the Wells Area Partnership three years ago but is now a separate body.  When the project began they did not have any properties.  They now have eight houses that they rent on behalf of holiday home owners, they are in the process of buying a house and have been left a property and £1/4 million in a Will.

The Wells Partnership worked with Norfolk Rural Community Council who provided funding for a housing survey to be carried out, which identified the need for homes for local people in Wells.  Information Attached.

The Homes for Wells Project buy property and rent to local people.  These properties are not for sale as it is important to keep the properties for the local people and if they were to be sold this could not be guaranteed.

PRE-SUBMISSION PLANNING DOCUMENTS

Erection of 50 Dwellings, Railway Triangle Site, Land off Norwich 
Road:- The Clerk confirmed that she had written to Bidwells and North Norfolk District Council expressing Cromer Town Council’s wishes and concerns with this pre-application.  This matter will be looked at again once the formal application is received.

9. OTHER PLANNING MATTERS

9.1 Planning Application No. PF/10/0911 – Former Fletcher Hospital:- The Clerk read a letter received from North Norfolk District Council stating that, whilst they sympathise with the Town Council, the measures required to implement a planning permission can consist of fairly minor works, and planning conditions cannot require a development to be completed within a particular time period.   It was AGREED that no further action be taken in this matter at the present time.

9.2 Variation Planning Permission Y/1/2009/1024 – To replace brick wall on access ramp with guard rails – Cromer High School:- No objections.

9.3 Golf Practice Site:- The Clerk confirmed that she had written to North Norfolk District Council requesting confirmation that the works being carried out are in relation to the proposed Golf Academy, and that the stipulations of the planning permission are adhered to properly.  It was AGREED that Cllr. Lee will be monitoring this situation and reporting back to the Town Council.

9.4 Training Sessions:- The Clerk reported that North Norfolk District Council and Norfolk ALC are trying to arrange some more joint training sessions for Planning.

10.1 Licence Variation Application – Morrisons:- Cllr. Lee reported that North Norfolk District Council have informed him that Cromer Town Council submitted their objection to this application too late and cannot therefore be represented at the hearing.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write and dispute this fact as she was never informed that the objection was outside the allowed period.
