1.  	MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 6TH OCTOBER 2011

The Minutes of the meeting held on 6th October 2011, having been AGREED by Full Council on 17th October 2011, were signed by the Vice-Chairman.

2. 	DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Declarations of interest were received from Cllr. T. Bartlett in connection with any Cromer Preservation Society matters.

3. 	APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

	Apologies for absence were received from Cllr. G. Hayman.

It was AGREED to suspend the meeting for public participation.

4. 	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Carolyn Candish objected on behalf of the Cromer Preservation  Society to Planning Application No. PF/11/1099, Flat 1, Kingswear, 30 Cliff Avenue, Cromer, NR27 OAN.  The objection is not for the conservatory, but to the use of UPVC materials which does not preserve or enhance the character or appearance of the Conservation Area.

The meeting was reconvened.

8. 	PLANNING APPEALS

9. 	OTHER PLANNING MATTERS

9.1 	6 Cross Street:- The Clerk reported that the Enforcement Officer at North Norfolk District Council will be writing to the occupants following a recommendation from the Conservation, Design and Landscape Manager, stating that they need planning permission for the installation of UPVC windows.   
9.2 	Development Committee:- The Clerk reported that the continued use of land as airfield on a permanent basis at Winspur Farm, Northrepps was heard on 13th October.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would obtain the decision.
9.3 	Land to the Rear of Sutherland House:- The Clerk read a letter received from North Norfolk District Council stating that the Town Council’s objections to the inclusion of this site are understood and are indeed well documented.  They state that the Town Council have been consistent in expressing its objection to the loss of green space in the Suffield Park area, and this was an issue which was considered by both the Council and the Inspector during the examination.  It was AGREED that Cllr. T. Bartlett will look into the Queen Elizabeth II Fields Scheme to safeguard green spaces and report to the next meeting.  It was AGREED that Cromer Town Council should object to any formal planning application on this site in the future.
9.4	Town Council Planning Policy:- It was AGREED that this matter will be placed on the next agenda for further discussion.
9.5	New Planning Legislation:- The Clerk reported that she had not received a reply to her email inviting a Planning Officer to a Committee Meeting to inform the Members about the new planning legislation and she will chase accordingly.

10.	LICENSES

10.1 	The Jetty Café & Bar, 11 High Street, Cromer, NR27 9HG – Late Night Refreshment & Sale of Alcohol:-  It was AGREED that the Clerk would request an extension and ask for more details concerning time.

11.	HIGHWAY MATTERS

	11.1	Norfolk County Council Highway Services:- Circulated. Noted.
	11.2 	Traffic Management:-  The Clerk read an email received from Chris Alston, Norfolk 
County Council, stating that the cost to process and remove the double yellow lines requested by the working group would be in the region of £25,000.  The cost for the requested zebra crossing would be in the region of £40,000 of which Cromer Town Council would be expected to fund 50%.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would contact Chris Alston and inform him that the funding for the removal of the double yellow lines has not been agreed in the budget.  However, some funding has been agreed  for planning and highway matters, and the Clerk will arrange another working group meeting to discuss this matter further.

12. 	TRANSPORTATION MATTERS

12.1 	Bittern Line:- The Clerk reported that the next meeting will be held on Friday 25th November at 11 am and Cllr. P. Harris will be attending.  The Clerk reported that she is in the process of arranging a formal meeting with Cromer in Bloom, the Signal Box Group, Morrisons and interested parties to try and form a Friends of Cromer Station group.
13. 	CORRESPONDENCE & CIRCULARS

13.1 	Marrams Footpath:- The Clerk read an email stating that some planting would be taking place to improve the aesthetic appeal to this important location.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would arrange a site meeting with North Norfolk District Council to discuss the type of planting which would be suitable.
