· If possible extend the times when the park is used.

· Adhere to any restrictive covenants.

The things that Cromer Town Council would like to see added to the park are as follows:-

· A picnic area.

· Sustainable planting.

· Information boards.

· Vehicle movement control.

· Additional seating.

· Bike rack.

· Proper access for disabled.

· Band stand.

· Skateboard Area.

Cromer Town Council would like to see the following items kept in the park:-

· Toilets.

· Bowling green.

Cromer Town Council would like to see the following redeveloped:-

· Old clock golf area.

· Existing play area.

· Rose garden.

· Sensory garden.

· Croquet lawn.

· Hedges.

· Bridge over doctor’s steps path.

· Boating pool.

· Shelters.

· Entrance.
