Sarah Price is in contact with Mr. Cabbell Manners in relation to Footpath No. 9 and she will keep us informed of progress.  Footpath No.15 is in a suitable condition to be registered as a footpath.  This matter will be placed on the next agenda for discussion.

EAST END OF TOWN

It was reported that a road show is being held in the Community Centre on Monday 28th September to discuss the street furniture legislation and Members were urged to attend to let Highways know their feelings.  One of the problems is that the No Entry Sign needs to be moved from the end of Bond Street in order for the wall of the Post Office to be free should permission be given to erect a sign displaying the shops in Bond Street.  It was reported that there has been a loss of parking spaces on Cambridge Street due to the installation of yellow lines.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to Highways and ask why the Town Council were not informed that these yellow lines were going to be installed.  


It was AGREED that Sue Brown will take the suggestion that Church Street is pedestrianised to the next Chamber of Trade Meeting on the 14th October at 5.30 pm in the Sticky Earth Café.  Cllr. Read and Thompson will attend the meeting.


It was AGREED that the Clerk would enquire whether Cromer in Bloom would be prepared to maintain flower boxes outside the Accountants opposite the Blue Bird Gallery in order to try and improve the appearance of that end of town.
