OTHER PLANNING MATTERS

9.1 
Bath House:- It is felt that Cromer Town Council have made their position clear in respect of the Bath House.  

9.2 
LDF Site Specific Proposals Draft Plan – Public Consultation:- Cllr. Thompson reported that she had attended the exhibitions and discussed matters with officers from North Norfolk District Council who were present.  The officers are willing to take on board and listen to any comments. It was AGREED the Clerk would write to North Norfolk District Council with the following comments on each site.


CO1 – Land Adjacent to East Coast Motors, Beach Road:- It was AGREED that Cromer Town Council would prefer this site to remain as a car park.


CO4 – Land at Rear of Sutherland House, Overstrand Road:- It was AGREED to reiterate our original objections to this site being developed.  Overcrowding and loss of green field site.


CO7/08 – Land at Jubilee Lane – Cromer High Station:- This site already has planning permission for 10 dwellings.  It is felt that this is a good site but the future residents should be informed of the noise from the go-kart track.


C14 – Land West of Roughton Road:- It was AGREED that this would be an ideal site for development.  It is a brown field site and safe for journeys to school without having to drive through the town centre this would be a suitable site.


ED2 – Cromer Football Club, Mill Road:- Concern was expressed in relation to the flooding problem in this area.  It was AGREED 

C17 – Railway Triangle, Norwich Road:- It was AGREED that that in principle this site should be supported as long as proper sports facilities are sited on the Roughton Road.  Need more clarification on this point.


ROS3 – Land Between Louden Road & Church Street:- It was AGREED that the residents in the cottages at the back of the former Woolworths need to be considered in any plans for this area.  It was AGREED that in principle this site is acceptable if the need is considered necessary.


ROS4 – Land South of Louden Road:- It was AGREED that Exchange House should be retained if the use is changed.  


It was AGREED that the Clerk would write suggesting that the Old Telecom building should be considered for a multi storey car park.

Golf Practice Course – Mini Harbord House:- The Clerk read an email received from North Norfolk District Council confirming that the company, Hanworth Properties Limited, has gone into administration.  Mini Harbord House and the Golf Practice Course form part of the assets of Hanworth Properties Limited.  The administration means that the enforcement action on Mini Harbord House is in suspense until matters are resolved.

CROMER COMMUNITY CENTRE

13.1 
An update of usage of the Community Centre was circulated.  The Clerk reported that the PAT Test has been carried out by Randalls Electrical and a quote for a full electrical check has been sought from Randalls.  It was AGREED that Cllr. Edwards would ask his electrician to also give a quote for the full electrical check.

The Clerk reported that the Carnival committee will only use the hall when it is not being used by other users during the Children’s two weeks.

CORRESPONDENCE

14.1 
Maintenance of Promenade:- The Clerk read a letter received from North Norfolk District Council stating that they are planning an Annual Maintenance Programme, however there are budgetary restraints and they are limited.  North Norfolk District Council will endeavour to keep Cromer clean, tidy and in good condition.

Email – Visitor:- The Clerk read an email received from a visitor to Cromer who was very disappointed at the lack of facilities.  This email has been copied to Cromer Chamber of Trade.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write and assure the writer that Cromer Town Council will take up their points with North Norfolk District Council who are responsible for the pier.

The Junction – Table Top Craft Sale:- It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to The Junction giving permission for a table top craft and local produce sale.  The Junction would be responsible for the event but they would hire out the tables to organisations for the event.

The Junction – Request to Waive Hire Cost of Community Centre:- It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to The Junction to say the matter was discussed and it is against our Policy to waive the hire cost of the Community Centre.
