9.	OTHER PLANNING MATTERS

9.1 	6 Cross Street:- The Clerk reported that she had not received a reply to her letter concerning the removal of the windows and replacement with UPVC and she will chase accordingly.
9.2 	Development Control Committee:- Nothing to report.

10. 	LICENSES

10.1 	Cromer Farm & Health Shop:- The Clerk read a license application for Cromer Farm and Health Shop for the sale of alcohol.  No objections.

 11.	HIGHWAY MATTERS

11.1 	Gritting of Pavements:- The Clerk reported that St. John has agreed to place a grit bin in their curtilage and Norfolk County Council has agreed to fill the bin.  It will not need permission from Norfolk County Council.  It was AGREED that the Clerk will order a grit bin and inform Norfolk County Council once it is in place.  Cllr. Thompson reported that Norfolk County Council have a scheme where members of the public can grit the footways with permission from the Town Council.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would contact Norfolk County Council and ask for more information.
11.2	Parking Bay – Community Centre:- The Clerk reported that Norfolk County Council is looking into the possibility of painting the words “KEEP CLEAR” in the parking bay outside the Community Centre. 
11.3	Footway – The Warren:- Cllr. H. Thompson reported that Norfolk County Council have inspected the site and they are concerned about the tree roots also causing problems with the drainage.  Cllr. Thompson will keep the Town Council informed of progress.
11.4 	Grass Verges:- The Clerk reported that Norfolk County Council will be cutting the verges five times per annum for safety reasons.  This will be monitored.
11.5	Dedication of Public Footpath – The Marrams:- No objections.
11.6	Links Avenue – Grass Verges:- Cllr. H. Thompson reported that she is dealing with a problem in Links Avenue concerning two grass verges which are not being cut by Norfolk County Council or Victory Housing.  Cllr. Thompson will keep the Town Council informed.

12.	TRANSPORTATION MATTERS

12.1 	Coaches:- The Clerk read a letter received from Norfolk County Council stating that they will not consider either Louden Road or Beach Road as a coach pick-up/drop-off point for coaches.  They state that there is a formal coach park area in the Cadogan Road car park.  It was AGREED that no further action would be taken in this matter.
