Double Yellow Lines Entrance to Warnes Close:-  The Clerk reported that complaints were still being received concerning parking on the corner and causing an obstruction for vehicles exiting from Warnes Close.  This matter is being dealt with and a site meeting will be held with Highways once photographs can be taken of the parking problem.

Speeding – Runton Road:-  The Clerk reported that she had written to Highways requesting a light controlled crossing but to date she had not received a reply.

The Clerk reported that the new style shaded lamps are approximately £150 more expensive than the lamps presently used.  The current lamps are causing light pollution and it was AGREED in principle to support the Dark Skies Policy and replace lamps as necessary if a cheaper supplier could be found.
