CROMER COMMUNITY CENTRE

15.1 
The Clerk reported that GIFT are no longer using the Centre as they were holding charity coffee mornings and were not making sufficient money to make it worthwhile. Sally made enquiries at the North Walsham Community Centre and it appears that they run their Community Centre along the same lines as us.  The only difference seems to be that they request potential users to sign and return a copy of the terms of hire before use of the Centre.


New coat hooks have been purchased and need to be fixed.  Cllr. Read kindly offered to erect the new coat hooks.
