Iceland Foods:- It was AGREED that Cllr. Harris will attend the Informal Hearing on 7th September 2010 at 10.00 am at the Council Offices, Holt Road, Cromer.

OTHER PLANNING MATTERS

9.1 Boundaries – Promenade:- The Clerk reported that she had not received a reply to her letter concerning the boundaries of the Promenade and she will chase accordingly.

9.2 10 Colne Place:- The Clerk read a letter received from North Norfolk District Council stating that this application had been called in by District Councillor Cabbell Manners but Cromer Town Council was not represented at the meeting.  However, Cromer Town Council’s further comments regarding having very strong objections on the grounds of recently announced views of Central Government were reported.  In terms of the LAIS update, the District Council’s LDF Working Party and Cabinet have been informed of the change in Government policy, and this has become a material consideration in respect of dealing with planning applications.  It does not, however, change the LDF as such, since the Core Strategy has already been adopted and there are no proposals at present to amend it.

9.3 1 Chesterfield Villas, 9 Cabbell Road and 22 Cliff Avenue:- The Clerk reported that Cllr. Johnson has discussed these matters with the Officers concerned who are in talks with the clients/owners, and 

Cllr. Johnson will keep Cromer Town Council informed of the situation.

9.4 Former Pet Shop, Bond Street:-  The Clerk reported that she had received a telephone call from a shop owner with concerns over the work that is due to start on this property shortly.  It was AGREED that no further action could be taken in this matter.
9.5 New Property Address:- The Clerk reported that the new bungalow being built at 42 Cromwell Road, Cromer will be addressed as The Garden House, 41a Cromwell Road, Cromer, NR27 OBE.
9.6 Local Development Framework:- Report – Cllr. Read’s report attached.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write and invite Mr. Peter Frew to address Cromer Town Council on the Shoreline Management Plan.  
9.7 The Old Mental Hospital and Land Behind Benjamin Court:- The Clerk circulated a letter received.  This matter will be placed on the next agenda for further discussion.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

11.1 Holt Road Bridge:- Cllr. Thompson reported that Norfolk County Council are in the final stages of completing the feasibility study/preliminary design.  Once this is complete another meeting will be arranged between the interested parties.

11.2 30 mph Speed Limit Hall Road:- It was AGREED that the Clerk would write in support of this application.

11.3 Footway Assessment – Hall Road:- The Clerk read a letter received from Norfolk County Council stating that the assessment has been completed which resulted in a score of 47 points.  This is a high score and places it as 5th priority out of a list of 417 assessments countrywide.  Normally the top ten scoring assessments on the list each year are taken forward.  However, Central Government have revised Norfolk County Council’s funding provision for 2010/11, resulting in a number of schemes being cancelled or deferred.  In view of this, Norfolk County Council are unable to progress any footway feasibility studies in this financial year.  Delivery in the future will depend  on funding provisions.

11.4 Parking Space – Garden Street – Community Centre:- It was reported that the request for a parking restriction is being investigated by Norfolk County Council.  This matter will be discussed at the next meeting of the Trustees.

11.5 SAMS – Roughton Road:-  Results circulated.

11.6 Parking on Pavements Bernard Road:- This matter will be placed on the next Full Council meeting agenda for discussion with the Police.
