It was AGREED to suspend the meeting for public participation.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Mr Boyce reported that English Heritage are considering Upton House for listing this week.  

Mr Boyce lodged an objection to Planning Application No. 20100013 – Erection of single storey rear extension to retail units and installation of screen to archway 53 –55 Church Street and Planning Application No. 20100014 – Demolition of rear extension, erection of replacement extension, internal alterations and installation of screen to archway, on the grounds that the building is listed and the proposals are destructive to the character of the town centre as a whole.

The Clerk read a letter received from Monument Group Limited stating that the properties originally held by Cathedral Park Properties Limited have been transferred to them.  They wish to reinforce their commitment to Cromer and in particular, maintain a vibrant retail presence in the town centre.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to request a meeting with the Monument Group to discuss a way forward in Cromer.

The meeting was reconvened.

Cllr. Read reported that work on footings has been started on the site behind Upton House.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would make enquiries into the situation as it is believed that this site was at Appeal status.

OTHER PLANNING MATTERS

9.1 
Norfolk County Council – Street Lighting Policy:- The Clerk circulated a letter received from North Norfolk District Council in response to Norfolk County Council’s proposal for introduction of part night lighting.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write in support of North Norfolk District Council’s observations.

Tree Preservation Order – 10 Colne Place, Cromer:- The Clerk reported that the Tree Preservation Order on 10 Colne Place, Cromer was confirmed without modification by North Norfolk District Council.

The Promenade – Boundaries:- The Clerk read an email received from North Norfolk District Council stating that they can supply Land Registry plans which will show the extent of the two areas to which  North Norfolk District Council have Titles.

LICENSES

Buddies:- It was reported that the Town Council was informed of the Licensing Sub-Committee meeting to be held on 13th January 2010 at 2.00 pm on 23rd December, 2009.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to the Chief Executive to enquire why the Mayor was told that if she wished to speak at that meeting she needed to let them know at the beginning of December, and enquire what their procedures are for such events.  It was noted that the date of the meeting was not known at the beginning of December.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

11.1 
Speeding Traffic – Holt Road:- Cllr. Nash gave a brief update on the recent meeting.  Notes attached.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to the Police requesting speed checks on the Holt Road.

Footpath Request – Hall Road:- This matter will be discussed at the next meeting.  Cllr. Hilary Thompson will give an update.

Garden Street/High Street – Speeding:- This matter will be discussed at the next meeting.  Cllr. Hilary Thompson will give an update.

Gritting of Highways and Pavements:- It was AGREED that five new grit bins would be purchased at a cost of £95.50 each plus VAT.  It was AGREED that the grit bins already in place would be evaluated to establish whether they are in the most appropriate places before deciding where to place the new bins.

TRANSPORTATION MATTERS

12.1 
Bus Shelter – Cromer Museum:- The Clerk reported that the grant of 60% of the cost had been received from Norfolk County Council and a site meeting had been held to establish whether planning permission would be needed.  Norfolk County Council are checking whether the site chosen is within their boundary.  If it is in North Norfolk District Council’s boundary they will liaise with them to obtain planning permission.  Cllr. Lee reported that the race night had been a great success raising £840 towards the shortfall.

Norfolk County Council – Connecting Norfolk:- Circulated.  Noted.  It was AGREED that the questionnaire should be completed by individuals.

CROMER COMMUNITY CENTRE

13.1 
Cllr. Harris reported that the AGM had been held and there were nine Trustees.  An account has been opened with the Norwich and Peterborough.  It is hoped that Charity Status will be in place by the

1st April 2010.  Minutes of meeting to follow.  It was AGREED that Community Centre matters would be dealt with by Full Council under reports from outside bodies.

It was reported that regular users Rob Quittenden have stopped using the hall as the Band has disbanded.  The notice board should be back in place by the end of the week and the boiler service has been booked.

CORRESPONDENCE AND CIRCULARS

Wheeled Park:- It was AGREED that the Town Council would work  with the Schools and Cromer Youth to try and identify funding for a permanent skateboard park.  In the meantime the Town Council will support Poppyland Partnership in their efforts to secure a mobile skateboard park.  The mobile skateboard park will be used to interact with the community as to the best site for a permanent skateboard park.

Morrisons – Lighting:- The Clerk read an email from residents concerning the lights at Morrisons being intrusive.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to Morrisons and North Norfolk District Council requesting that the lights be turned off at night, quoting our Dark Skies Policy and pointing out the environmental issues.

North Norfolk District Council – LDF Newsletter:- Circulated.  Noted.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS 

It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to the Royal British Legion concerning their light on the new extension which has been reported as being too bright.

It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to North Norfolk District Council and invite Mr Godwin to the next Planning Committee meeting to discuss the Cromer Conservation Management Plan, which is at present in draft form.
