REPORT FROM STEVE OXENHAM – NNDC:- 


Cromer Town Council has asked three main questions as follows:- 

1. Cromer Town Council are concerned about the cramming of new properties in the town centre and enquire whether the infrastructure, which is old, can cope with this.  

Steve Oxenham said that the infrastructure is taken into account and checks are made with Anglian Water, EDF, the Education Authority etc as to whether the capacity is available.  With reference to the parking issues, the Government require NNDC to meet maximum standards which equates to no more than one space and preferably no parking spaces at all.  NNDC at the moment are trying to meet the minimum requirements which equates to 2 spaces per house and 1 space per flat.  This is not always possible and they are unable to turn down a planning application if there are no parking spaces available.   The Government are pushing for more use of public transport.

The draft LDF will be considered by NNDC in the coming weeks and will go out to consultation for a six week period in June and July.  If the public are unhappy about any aspect of the LDF they can request it be heard by an Inspector whose decision is binding.

2. What is the criteria for Officer only decisions and will parishes still be consulted? 

Steve Oxenham reported that the changes will not affect the way the Parish and Town Councils are consulted.  Councillors will still deal with the important issues whilst the Officers deal with the routine issues but will have to go through 3 elected members as a safeguard.    It was agreed that there would be 2 Area Committees and they would be invited to comment on each other.

3. What is the situation with Mr. Harbord Hammond.

There have been follow up visits by the Chamber of Trade who are unhappy with the fact that new goods stalls are still trading.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to the Football Committee requesting a meeting between themselves, the Chamber of Trade and Cromer Town Council to try to resolve this situation.  The Chamber of Trade will also write.
