ANNUAL REPORT AND ANNUAL TOWN MEETING:- 

6.1 
Annual Report:- It was AGREED that Cllr. John Morgan produce the Annual Report again this year.  Cllr. Morgan and the Clerk will meet to discuss the content.

6.2 
Annual Town Meeting:-  The date has been arranged for Thursday 19th April and it was AGREED that the stall holders would be invited again this year.  It was also AGREED that a stall asking people for their visions for Cromer would be included.  This would need to be manned and volunteers are asked to come forward.  More advertising outside the hall is needed this year and the Clerk will ask Jason Bell the Town Crier if he would attend. The Cromer Honours have been  advertised. It was AGREED that the Junior Town Council will be invited to attend and the possibility of Young Cromer Honours will be looked into for the best achiever at the schools.

DAY OUT IN NORTH NORFOLK:-  

Day Out in North Norfolk is booked for 23rd and 24th March 2007 at Thursford.  It was AGREED that Cromer Town Council would contribute £250 towards a stand and a backdrop advertising Cromer properly.  This advertising material will be available to use at other functions including the Annual Town Meeting in April.   It was reported that CPPF and The Chamber of Trade will also be contributing £250 each and a committee will be set up to discuss the arrangements.  The Mayor Cllr. Nash and Cllr. Morgan will represent Cromer Town Council on the committee and a note will be circulated to all Councillors requesting some volunteers to man the stand over the two days.

TOWN LEAFLET:-

The Chairman congratulated Cllr. Morgan on an excellent leaflet.  Some small points were raised concerning the content and these will be looked at when the leaflet needs to be reprinted.  Cllr. Morgan said that we needed to consider charging for advertising space on the next Cromer leaflet in order to cover some of the printing costs.  This will be looked at again next year.  It was reported that the Folk on the Pier leaflet was now in circulation.   It was noted that the brochure needed to have some reference to no parking on the promenade.

2007 FIREWORK EVENT:-

It was reported that this event was a great success once again and that £5,430.98 had been raised with the bucket collection.  The Chairman thanked the Firework Committee on behalf of Cromer Town Council for all their hard work and the Clerk will write accordingly.  Tony Shipp reported that this year had been difficult as there had been a lot of red tape and lack of communication between NNDC and Openwide.  It was AGREED that next year a meeting needed to be arranged with representatives from all bodies involved in order to sort out the paperwork and requirements in plenty of time for the display.  It was AGREED that donations of £100 would be given to the Fire Brigade and Cromer Carnival Committee.  Only £52 would be donated to St. John Ambulance due to the fact that they now charge for attending. Their charge this year is £98.
