MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 6TH FEBRUARY 2007
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 6th February 2007 having been approved by Full Council on 26th February 2007, were signed by the Chairman.

4. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
None were received.

5. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Were received from The Mayor Cllr. P Harris and Cllr. Thompson.

6. ITEMS OF URGENT BUSINESS

None were received.

7. COMMITTEE TERMS OF REFERENCE

It was AGREED that the wording of 3.3 Allotments would be changed to Management of allotments and that item 3.5 (a) would be deleted.  

Cllr. Vera Woodcock expressed interest in joining the Works and General Purposes Committee and this will be added to the next Full Council Meeting agenda for discussion.

8. CEMETERY (No. 2) SITE

8.1   
Cemetery Lodge & Chapel:- The Clerk reported that the

refurbishment of the Cemetery Lodge had been completed and was £2,026.95 under budget.  The Cemetery Lodge refurbishment was entering the second phase.  The first phase was now complete and was under budget by £4,942.30.

8.2 
Repairs to Sink Unit:- It was AGREED that R J Daniels quote for

the replacement of the sink unit be accepted in the sum of £394.38 inclusive of VAT. It was reported that the boiler was in need of attention and the plumber had been asked to visit the premises.

8.3 
Rules and Regulations – Ornaments on Graves:-  It was

AGREED that the committee members would visit the Cemetery prior to the next Works and General Meeting and this item would be discussed again at that meeting.

8.4 Memorial Inspection:- The Clerk reported that the memorial

inspection had been completed and several headstones had been laid or needed repair.  Some complaints had been received and the Clerk was dealing with them.

8.5 

Rabbits:- It was AGREED that Mr. Laker be invited to make one

visit to the Cemetery in order to shoot some rabbits and pigeons and the situation would be looked at again if and when further visits were required.

Willow Pannelling:- It was AGREED that Chris Dawson from Red

Dog Garden Service would be asked to visit and straighten the fencing if it is affected by high winds.  The hedging would soon grow and solve the problem as the willow fencing would not then be needed.

CEMETERY (NO.1 SITE)

9.1 
Cemetary Chapel & Wildlife Garden:-  The management of the wildlife garden is on going.  The metal coverings for the windows and door of the Chapel have been ordered and will be in place shortly.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to Malcolm Crowder of the North Norfolk Historic Buildings Trust to ascertain the current position.  It was also AGREED that the Clerk would write to Phil Godwin at NNDC to enquire whether it would be possible to de-list the Chapel.

9.2 Overgrown Plot:- The Clerk read an email received from Robin Witting stating that he was unhappy with the condition of his Great Grandfather’s grave in the old cemetery.   It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to the Diocesan to establish whether after 100 years we would be held responsible for the condition of a grave.  

It was also AGREED that the Clerk would contact NCAPTC and ask advice.

10. 
GARDEN ALLOTMENT SITE


The Clerk reported that the allotments were going very well and most had now been established and were looking very nice.  The leases are due to be renewed following completion of the first year and there is a waiting list of some 30 people.

11. STREET LIGHTING

11.1 
Mill Road:- It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to Ms. Hood

informing her
 that as this was a private garage area the Town Council were not responsible for the lighting. 

11.2 St. Mary’s Alleyway:- It was reported that the replacement light had been installed and was now in a position where it would not be so easily knocked down.
11.3 Cadogan Road:- It was reported that the Signalling Society had requested this light for the station.  After consulting Health and Safety, insurance and T.T. Jones Electrical Limited it was decided that for safety reasons this light would be removed and disposed of.
12. PUBLIC TOILETS

12.1 It was reported that the lease had still not been received and the Clerk will chase accordingly.

13. BUS SHELTERS AND BENCHES

13.1 Bus Shelters and Benches:- The Clerk reported that the maintenance list for the bus shelters and benches had been passed to our handyman and the work is in hand.
13.2 Station Road Bus Shelter:- It was reported that the work to this had now been completed.
14. CHURCH CLOCK

14.1 Service Contract:- It was AGREED that the Clerk will write to Smith of Derby accepting a 5 year contract with a saving of £233.

15. FLAGPOLE

15.1 Church Flagpole:- It was AGREED that the flagpole in the church be taken down and not replaced due to the fact that it was dangerous.  The quotes to replace the flagpole were high and it was felt that the one at the back of North Lodge was sufficient.  It was AGREED that the Town Council flag would be flown at North Lodge between 1st April and 30th September.

16. SIGNAGE

16.1 Finger Post – Happy Valley:- The Clerk read a letter from NNDC stating that a new finger post would be erected in the near future to replace the missing one.
16.2 Suffield Park Notice Board:- It was reported that the Suffield Park Notice Board had been removed for refurbishment but it was in a bad state of repair.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would obtain prices for a new notice board and this item will be placed on the next agenda.  It was also AGREED that the committee would give some thought as to the siting of the Notice Board in order to make it more accessible.
16.3 Street Signs:- It was reported that there is a back log at NNDC for replacing and repairing street signs.  It was AGREED that if Cromer Town Council were able to take over any services from NNDC, following the White Paper, this would be one that they would request.  
16.4 Cromer in Bloom Signage:- It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to NCC accepting their quotation in the sum of £258.68 plus VAT for three signs and request that a fourth be added.    



17. BOTTLE BANK

17.1 Bottle Bank Suffield Park:-  The Clerk read an email received from David Bussey requesting consideration to be given to a bottle bank in Suffield Park.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to Mr. Bussey informing him that this would be the responsibility of NNDC or Highways and that his request had been passed to them.

18. HENRY BLOGG CRAB BOAT

18.1 The Clerk reported that lottery funding needed to be raised in order to refurbish the Boat once it arrives in Cromer.  It was AGREED that the funding would be dealt with by CPPF as Cromer Town Council had already been awarded lottery funding for the recent Town Criers event. 

19. CORRESPONDENCE
None was received.

20. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

20.1 It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to NNDC pointing out that there were several near accidents on the pier when the wet weather had made the wood very slippery and to enquire whether they could consider taking some preventative measures.

21. DATE OF NEXT MEETING

This was noted as 28th August, 2007.
