CEMETERY (No.2 SITE)

6.1 
Cemetery Lodge:- It was AGREED to increase the weekly rental from £118.85 to £126.67 with immediate effect.

6.2 
Cemetery Lodge – Skip:- It was AGREED that permission would be given to allow the tenants to place a skip outside their garden gate as long as it was not intrusive to any funerals and only for a short period of time.

6.3 
Dogs:- It was AGREED that the wording “dogs must be kept on leads and under control” would be added to the Cemetery Rules and Regulations.

Matters Relating to Cemetery:- List circulated.  It was AGREED to accept the draft leaflet and to amend burial request form to include contact details of the family of the deceased.  


It was AGREED to purchase a fire proof cabinet for the burial registers at a cost of approximately £1,000.  It was also AGREED to increase Sally Gill’s hours in order for her to set up a database of the information contained in the burial registers. 


It was AGREED to include an out of hours telephone number on correspondence with funeral directors.  Janet’s mobile number will be given.


It was AGREED to postpone compiling a portfolio for the Cemetery of the Year Competition.  This will be looked at again once office time permits.  


It was AGREED to consider the drainage problems at the cemetery at a future meeting.  The Clerk will enquire whether funding would be available to deal with this problem.


It was AGREED that the matter of usage of rows V,W,X & Y would be discussed again once the consecrated papers had been located.

 CEMETERY (No.1 SITE)

Cemetery Chapel:- It was AGREED that this matter should be dealt with by North Norfolk Historic Buildings Trust with Cromer Town Council contributing £15,000 for match funding.

Cemetery Wall:-  It was reported that this matter was being dealt with directly by the car drivers insurance company.  This matter is being progressed.

Overgrown Trees:- It was reported that the trees could be lifted and trimmed at a cost of £150 plus VAT but this would not solve the problem.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would liaise with NNDC to ascertain whether it would be possible to take the offending trees down.
