HIGHWAY MATTERS:- 

10.1 
Prince of Wales Zebra Crossing:- A letter has been received stating that our concerns have been passed to Steve Tarttelin at NCC who managed the design for the scheme.  We have requested a light controlled crossing and the Clerk will request a site meeting with Mr. Tarttelin.

Signage for Tucker Street:- The Signs have still not been erected and the Clerk will chase once again.

New Street and Garden Street Resurfacing:- The Clerk read a letter received from NCC concerning the materials being used in the resurfacing.   It is understood that the commencement date is expected to be 8th January, 2007.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to enquire how long the work would take to complete and if resurfacing of the alleyways could be done at the same time.

Traffic on Hall Road and Roughton Road:- The Clerk read a letter received from NCC concerning the additional traffic that will be generated by the Public Zoological Gardens.  The letter states that the wider effects of traffic movement has been considered and one factor is that the times the traffic will access and exit the site will tend to be mid morning and mid afternoon and not at peak traffic times.

TRANSPORTATION MATTERS:-

Bittern Line:- Cllr. Leeds reported that the Bittern Line repairs will commence at the beginning of December and buses will be laid on to accommodate the passengers during the repairs.  The overhead power cables between London and Colchester were erected in 1947 and are due to be upgraded over the next ten years.  The Bittern Line have asked whether we could increase our donation to them from £200 to £500 per annum to match surrounding towns.
