MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 4TH FEBRUARY, 2010

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

John Holland reported that he had concerns about the draft plans for the footpath and the raised parapets on the bridge on the Holt Road.  He lives in Cuckoo Lane and it is very difficult to exit onto the Holt Road at present.  He feels that if the parapets are raised it would be more difficult.

Les Frary – Cromer Town Football Club said that four out of six Trustees are against building on the Cabbell Park football ground.  He said it was given as a war memorial and is owned by the people of Cromer and managed by the Trustees.  

Chris Lightfoot -  Cromer Youth Football said that there are currently eight teams with over 150 children.  They are expanding to eleven teams next year.  At the present time the youth do not have a football ground to play on and it costs them money to hire facilities for training and playing.  They do not have any funding support and they need help with facilities for pitches and changing rooms.  They are willing to work with Cromer Football Club and feel strongly that the youth of Cromer need to be encouraged and looked after.

PLANNING APPEALS

The Clerk read a letter received from North Norfolk District Council stating that an appeal against the refusal for installation of replacement shop front, roller shutter and air conditioning system at 57, Church Street, Cromer has been received.  The Clerk will circulate the information to all Members.

OTHER PLANNING MATTERS

9.1 
Cromer Conservation Management Plan:- Mr. Phil Godwin from North Norfolk District Council explained the up to date position with the Cromer Conservation Management Plan.  The Plan is in draft at the present time.  The draft Plan will be discussed by North Norfolk District Council.  Following the discussions a copy will be sent to Cromer Town Council for comments and a consultation exercise will be undertaken.  This will consist of public exhibitions and open meetings.  All comments will be considered and the final document will be produced.  It is hoped that the exhibition and open meetings will take place in the summer of 2010.  Once the document is in final form it can be used as a tool in planning decisions to protect the heritage of Cromer Town Centre.

Boundaries of the Promenade:- The Clerk reported that North Norfolk District Council have not produced the promised maps and she will chase accordingly.

Cambridge Street – Footings:- The Clerk read an email received from North Norfolk District Council stating that the original planning permission was granted on 25th January and a start was made with the footings within the five year time limit.

Lights – Morrisons Car Park:- The Clerk read a letter received from North Norfolk District Council stating that they have liaised with Morrisons regarding the lighting of their car park and can confirm that the lights are turned off every evening after the store is closed.  Morrisons have also fitted baffles to prevent light from spilling out from the car park and affecting nearby residents.

Upton House:- Cllr. Lee reported that the reason for planning refusal on the original application was due to parking issues.  The problem has been solved by an archway being installed and parking at the back of the building.  Cllr. Lee will check the rules and regulations on parking when discussing planning applications in the future.

Cabbell Park Football Club:- The Clerk circulated three letters received concerning the relocation of the Cabbell Park Football Club to the Roughton Road.  Cllr. Read reported that both sites are covered in the Site Specific Document of the Local Development Framework.  It was noted that there was concern about the loss of green space in the centre of Cromer.  It was AGREED that no comments would be made at this stage although the Members would like it noted that they support the youth in their efforts to secure facilities for the Youth Football Club.
