Presentation – Simon Mann – Pope & Co, Solicitors:-

Simon Mann introduced himself and gave a brief summary of his background.  He said, in his opinion, if the campaigners were to take their cause to the Court for a decision, one could not be made as no decision has been made by Norfolk County Council at the present time.  Mr. Mann has recommended that the Town Council make a fresh request for a footbridge requesting a risk assessment be carried out on the bridge.  A copy of the letter dated 

6th September 1974, requesting a footbridge, should be enclosed with the request pointing out that whilst it may have been reasonable in 1974 not to provide a footbridge, it is not acceptable now.  Mr. Mann recommends that the Town Council engage an independent highway expert to compile a report to accompany the letter to Norfolk County Council.  Mr. Mann has offered to assist with the wording of the letter to Norfolk County Council and to write a supporting letter.
