MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 21ST JUNE 2007

Declarations of interest were received from Cllr. J. Lee in connection with Planning Application No. 20071088 PF – Conversion of dwelling of three flats – 17 Station Road and Item 10.1 License Application No. 0003988/0040.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from The Mayor Cllr. P. Harris, Cllr. J. Edwards and Cllr. C. Vanlint.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

John Morgan requested that members of the committee attend the Appeal Hearing in respect of the New Street Kebab House to be held on Wednesday 1st August at 10 am at North Norfolk District Council.  Cromer Town Council had objected to this late night licence but NNDC do not seem to have this objection registered.  The Clerk will write accordingly.  It was AGREED that Cllr. H. Thompson would attend the Appeal Hearing.

Mrs Christine Boden Smith reported that she had written to NNDC objecting to the over-development of Sutherland House and Barclay Mews.  Mrs Boden-Smith had also written to Cromer Town Council, Norman Lamb MP and the Ombudsman.  


It was AGREED to bring forward Item 9.1 on the agenda.

John Williams said that it is true many more flats were built than had been shown in the original planning application but they were smaller flats, were still within the development boundary and they met NNDC’s standards.  

There were no objections from Highways concerning access and traffic movement.  

John Williams said that with reference to Mrs. Boden Smith’s comment concerning favouring one section of the population, once the LDF is in force the policies will be looking at a greater mix of dwelling types.

The ombudsman carried out an extensive investigation and found that NNDC was not guilty of mal-administration when dealing with the planning applications. 

Cllr. Nash asked whether there were any objections at the planning stage and whether the objections were on the grounds of 

over-development.

John Williams replied that over-development was referred to in many cases.  

Cllr. Nolan asked why NNDC had not enforced the condition stating that the field at the back of the development was to be reinstated and why the developer had been allowed to remove trees when there was a Tree Preservation Order on them.  

John Williams said that the field at the back is actually mentioned in the LDF as a possible site for development, and the trees which were removed were agreed with NNDC’s tree Officer.  The Tree Preservation Order is on the woods as a whole and not on individual trees.

John Williams said that he needed to find out more information concerning this planning application and would write to the Clerk once he had looked into this matter.
