1.  MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 19 JULY 2007

     Chairman Cllr Lee signed the minutes of the meeting held on 19 July 2007 which were approved and adopted by full council on 30 July 2007.

2.  DECLARATION OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest in items on the agenda.

3.  APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE


There were no apologies for absence.


The Chairman closed the meeting to allow members of the public to address the meeting.

4.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION


No members of the public wished to speak.


The Chairman reopened the meeting.

5.  PLANNING APPLICATIONS 


Members considered and commented upon planning applications as detailed in Appendix A attached.

6.  PLANNING DECISIONS

Members received notice of planning decisions as detailed in Appendix B attached.

7.  PRE-SUBMISSION PLANNING DOCUMENTS
7.1 Proposed golf practice facility on former golf practice ground between Overstrand Road and Northrepps Road

Members felt that the proposals would be an asset to the town but raised the following concerns:

· Highway concerns - the access to the disabled parking area next to the sensory garden is at the top of a hill.  If it is not possible to have disabled parking close to the sensory garden it is essential that the walkways from the main car park to the garden are suitable for use by the disabled.

· Could a cycle parking facility be included in the design.  Young people using the facility are likely to cycle there.

It was AGREED to generally support the scheme providing landscaping takes into account the local residents and with the provision that more lighting is not required in the future.

The member of the public left the meeting.

8.  PLANNING APPEALS

There were no planning appeals.

9.  OTHER PLANNING

9.1 3 Westcliffe Avenue – Members received a letter from NNDC explaining that 3 of the planning conditions had been met and that due to the incline of the driveway it had been agreed with NCC Highways that it was not expedient to enforce the fourth condition.  It was noted that the property has recently been sold.


9.2 S106 agreements- It was noted that no reply had been received to the Town Clerk’s letters.

9.3 Recommendations from Development Control East
20071034 – Installation of window at Coachmans Cottage, Stable Yard, Hall Road – It was noted that delegated approval was recommended subject to no objection from English Heritage.

10.  LICENCES

10.1 Licensing Applications

Sandcliffe Hotel, Runton Road – Members received an application to remove condition 2 on existing licence, to provide regulated entertainment and the provision of supplied of alcohol on and off the premises Monday – Sunday 0.00 – 0.00.


Following discussion, it was AGREED to raise no objections to this application.


10.2 New Street Kebab House

Members received a letter from NNDC advising that in respect of licensing applications, Parish and Town Councils are not ‘responsible authorities’ as defined in the Licensing Act 2003.  Responses received are used to assist in drafting appropriate conditions to be attached to licenses.  


It was AGREED to contact NCAPTC to ask that it be discussed that Parish and Town Councils become consultees in respect of licensing applications.


Members received a letter from the New Street Residents & Traders Association thanking the Town Council for its support in objecting to the licensing application.

11. HIGHWAY MATTERS

11.1 New Street Alleyways – It was noted that the Town Clerk had written to a solicitor requesting that a search be carried out on the New Street Alleyways.


11.2 Cliff Avenue – It was noted that a Karl Rands (NCC Highways) will visit Cliff Avenue.


11.3 Accident Prevention Measures A148 – Members received a copy letter and petition from residents of Holt Road which had been sent to NCC Highways requesting Accident Prevention Measures on the A148 between the Council Offices and the Felbrigg Road junction.  It was AGREED that the Mayor would contact NCC supporting the request for pedestrian awareness at the railway bridge and the request for a reduction in the speed limit.  It was AGREED that the Deputy Clerk would write to the residents suggesting that they attend the next appropriate NCC Cabinet or Planning & Transportation meeting and raise their concerns under public participation.


11.4 Brook Street- It was noted that Brook Street would be closed to traffic for 12 weeks from 10 September 2007.

12.  TRANSPORTATION MATTERS

12.1 Cycle Parking – It was noted that NCC would be investigating the possible locations for cycle parking facilities.


It was AGREEDto write to Phil Godwin (NNDC) to ask that the cycle rack at the top of Jetty Cliff be painted.  Cllr Nolan advised that she had met with Ricky Wright (NNDC) and raised several issues where repair / replacement is required.

13. CORRESPONDENCE & CIRCULARS

There was nothing to report.

14. ANY OTHER BUSINESS (for information only)

14.1  Parking on Pavements – Concern was raised that vehicles are being parked on the pavements in residential areas.  It was suggested that such incidents are reported to the police together with supporting evidence where possible.
