1.  MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 29 MAY 2008

     The minutes of the meeting held on 29 May 2008 were AGREED and signed by the Chairman.

2.  DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr Lee declared an interest in planning application 20080838 as he had already dealt with the application in his duties as a district councillor.

3.  APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE


Apologies for absence were received from the Mayor Cllr H Thompson and Cllr M Northway.

4.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION


It was resolved to close the meeting for public participation.


No members of the public wished to address the meeting.


The meeting was reopened.

5. LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK

The Chairman welcomed Polly Wake (NNDC) to the meeting.  Ms Wake provided and update on the LDF and provided members with a feedback questionnaire relating to the Site Specific Proposals.  The completed questionnaire needs to be returned to NNDC by the end of July.  It was AGREED to fully discuss this at the next committee meeting and agree a response.  It was noted that NCC Highways have been consulted and asked for comments on all the sites but that the utility services have only commented on Cromer as a whole.  It was further noted that this will go out to public consultation in Spring 2009.

Members considered and commented upon planning applications as detailed in Appendix A attached.

Members received notice of planning decisions as detailed in Appendix B attached.

8.  PRE-SUBMISSION PLANNING DOCUMENTS
Affordable Housing Scheme Lynewood Road – The Deputy Clerk read a letter from NNDC.  Following discussion, it was AGREED to ask the Town Clerk to write to NNDC advising that Cromer Town Council do not wish to wait for a formal planning application to be submitted and would like their objections noted.  NNDC would also be advised that this was part of the Regeneration proposals and Cromer Town Council wish this land to be retained as a children’s play area.
9.  PLANNING APPEALS

20050527 – Former Fletcher Hospital – Removal of Condition 2 – Appeal noted.

10.  OTHER PLANNING
      10.1 Bath House – It was noted that NNDC would be considering the application at a private meeting on 30 June 2008.  Members received details of an article in the EDP Norfolk magazine, a copy of which had also been send to NNDC.

     10.2 Notification of Property Addresses – Notification of the following were noted:


Two new properties above Barclays Bank to be known as The Penthouse, 2 Jetty Street, Cromer and Flat One, 2 Jetty Street, Cromer.


New property adjoining Westgate Lodge, 10 Macdonald Road to be known as The Annexe, 10 Macdonald Road, Cromer.


New property adjoining 15 St Martins Close to be known as Seatree View, 15 St Martins Close, Cromer.

10.3 20080785 Land rear of 27 Church Street – It was noted that the Town Clerk had written to NNDC objecting to this application.  The Deputy Town Clerk read a copy letter from Cromer Preservation Society, which had been sent to NNDC.

10.4 Training on Diversity  - It was noted that the Active Communities Team at NNDC are pursuing this.

10.5 Other planning matters – There were no other planning matters to report.

11.  LICENCES

11.1 Licensing Applications - There were no applications to consider.


11.2 Other licensing matters – There was nothing to report.

12. HIGHWAY MATTERS
      12.1 Overstrand Road Bus Lane – It was noted that the Town Clerk had written to NNDC and to date no reply had been received.

      12.2  Hall Road – It was noted that a letter had been received from NCC Highways advising that consideration would not be given to extending the 30mph limit and that the new footway to the zoo keeps pedestrians well away from vehicular traffic.

12.3  Other Highway matters (for information only)- It was noted that the turn left sign at the top of Garden Street sticks out onto the footway.  It was AGREED to ask the Town Clerk to write to NCC Highways to request that this is moved.

13.  TRANSPORTATION MATTERS
      13.1 Bus Stop on Overstrand Road – It was noted that a flag had been installed at the bus stop opposite North Lodge Park.

      13.2 Local Transport Delivery Seminar  - Members received details of a seminar to be held at Mattishall on 15 July 2008.

      13.3 North Norfolk Bus Stop Clearways – Members received information relating to proposed new road markings at bus stops.  No objections were raised.

      13.4 Other Transportation matters (for information only) – There was nothing to report.

14. CROMER MARKETS

Members received a summary of the completed survey sheet.  It was AGREED to review the existing market 12 months after the new Visitor Centre had opened but in the meantime to continue to pursue the possibility of holding a regular Farmers’ Market in the Community Centre.  It was further AGREED to ask the Town Clerk to contact the Chamber of Trade to include them in any projects.

15.  CROMER COMMUNITY CENTRE

There was nothing to report.

16.  CORRESPONDENCE & CIRCULARS


 There was nothing to report.

17.  ANY OTHER BUSINESS (For information only)

      17.1  Grassed area at top of The Warren – It was noted that the wooden post which stopped vehicular access had been removed and not replaced.  It was AGREED to ask the Town Clerk to write to NNDC to request that a post is installed as soon as possible.

17.2 Marine View – It was noted that planning permission had been granted.  Concern was raised that the specified roof height could be changed.  It was AGREED to ask the Town Clerk to write to NNDC to request that Cromer Town Council is consulted on any changes.

17.3 Seafront Maintenance and Camping on beach/cliffs – It was noted that NNDC had advised that a job sheet had been issued for works to commence on the seafront and that they had no authority in respect of people living on the streets/cliffs.  They would however pursue the complaints in respect of people camping on the beach.


Cllr Nolan advised that she would be making a full report to council on 30 July in respect of maintenance of items on the seafront.
