1.  MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 07 FEBRUARY 2008

     Chairman Cllr Lee signed the minutes of the meeting held on 07 February 2008 which were approved and adopted by full council on 25 February 2008.

2.  DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.

3.  APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE


Apologies for absence were received from the Mayor Cllr P Harris, Deputy Mayor Cllr Y Nolan, Cllr J Amis, Cllr J Edwards and Cllr C Vanlint.

4.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION


It was resolved to close the meeting for public participation.


Gypsy & Traveller Sites – Members were asked if anything more had been heard from NNDC in respect of the public consultation.  The Deputy Clerk advised that a letter had just been received from EERA (refer item 13 correspondence).  A response would be agreed by members at the next meeting of the Planning Transportation & Environment Committee on 03 April and taken before full council on 7th April for approval.


The meeting was reopened.

5.  PLANNING APPLICATIONS 


Members considered and commented upon planning applications as detailed in Appendix A attached.

6.  PLANNING DECISIONS

Members received notice of planning decisions as detailed in Appendix B attached.

7.  PRE-SUBMISSION PLANNING DOCUMENTS

Affordable Housing Scheme Lynewood Road – The Deputy Clerk read a letter from NNDC.  Concern was raised that this former play area had been transferred to the housing trust.  

EDP reporter arrived.

Members referred to the report prepared by Cllr R Read in respect of the need for green spaces.  It was AGREED to request that this land be released from the housing trust and remain as a play area.  It was AGREED that Cllr Lee would make enquiries as to the procedure to establish ownership of the land.
8.  PLANNING APPEALS

There were no planning appeals

9.  OTHER PLANNING

9.1 Proposed development at rear of Sutherland House – 4 letters of objection were received and circulated to members prior to the meeting.  The contents of the letters were noted.  It was AGREED that Cromer Town Council would continue to object to any development on this site and await the formal planning application.  Cllr Nash reported that he had been advised that he does not need to declare an interest in this item and now registers his objection to this proposal.


Members also raised their concern that the first set of buildings were approved even though all the land at the rear of Sutherland House was designated as a play area within the Local Plan.  It was noted that there is nothing in the LDF to change this.


9.2 Planning Application 20080117 – Burnt Hills – A letter of objection was read out and the contents noted.  Cllr Lee advised that the Development Committee have deferred the decision on this application.  It was AGREED that Cllr Lee would ask that Cromer Town Council are given the chance to make representation on this application.

9.3 20071364 – Cambridge Street – A copy letter to the Planning Inspectorate was read and the contents noted.  It was noted that notification of a  site visit date has not yet been received.

9.4 The Bath House  - Letters from NNDC, Cromer Preservation Society and residents were read out and the contents noted.  

It was resolved to close the meeting to address Mr Boyce of Cromer Preservation Society.  

Mr Boyce was asked for clarification of information received from NNDC.  It was noted that there is only 28 days to make representation once an application for a Certificate of Lawfulness for the use of the property as a private dwelling house has been submitted.

The meeting was reopened.



Following discussion, it was AGREED to write to NNDC to ask if any application for change of use has been received and to ask for confirmation of the date from which domestic rates have been paid on the property.  NNDC would also be asked to confirm what the present position is in respect of future applications and be advised that the Planning, Transportation & Environment Committee of Cromer Town Council raise concern at the loss of a historical and much valued amenity in such a prominent position and strongly object to this property being changed into a private residence.

It was further AGREED to write to District Councillors Cabbell-Manners and Johnson to request that they call this matter in.
9.5 Recommendations from Development Committee East – The following recommendations were noted:


20071829 – Thorneybank, Hall Road – Delegated authority to approve subject to the applicant demonstrating that the proposal would have no adverse impact on nearby trees.


20080063 – Norfolk Constabulary – Approve subject to appropriate conditions including landscaping and materials


20080077 – Homebase Ltd – Approve subject to appropriate conditions.


20080117 – Burnt Hills – Delegated authority to approve subject to minor alterations to the layout and to the receipt of highway details as requested (refer item 9.2 above).

20080135 – Homebase Ltd – Refuse on grounds that the appearance of the tank is detrimental to the visual amenities of the area in this part of the AONB.

9.6 Other planning matters – There were no other planning matters to report.

10.  LICENCES

10.1 Licensing Applications - There were no applications to consider.


10.2 Other licensing matters – There was nothing to report.


11. HIGHWAY MATTERS

11.1 Revocation of waiting restrictions at Canada Road – Members considered a proposal to remove a 24m length of parking restriction on Canada Road.

Cllr Thompson declared an interest in this item.


Following discussion, it was AGREED to write to NCC to raise concern in respect of safety due to the close proximity to the Fire Station and 3 garages.  


11.2  Other Highway matters- There were no other highway matters.

12.  TRANSPORTATION MATTERS

12.1 Cycle Stands – The Deputy Clerk read a letter from the Norfolk & Norwich Association for the Blind which advised that their preferred option for the cycle stands would be black with yellow banding.  It was AGREED to accept their recommendation.
12.2 Bus Station, Cadogan Road  - The Deputy Clerk read an email from Mr P Cudby of NCC enclosing details of a recent press release.  It was noted that NCC has contacted the landowner to let them know that NCC are looking to acquire the site.


12.3 Other Transportation matters – There were no other matters to report.

13. CORRESPONDENCE & CIRCULARS

13.1 Cromer Land Use & Transportation Strategy  - The Deputy Clerk read a letter from Mott Macdonald detailing the strategy.  It was noted that Cllrs Lee and Thompson would represent Cromer Town Council on the Steering Group.


13.2 Gypsy & Traveller Site – The Deputy Clerk read a letter from EERA the contents of which were noted (also refer Public Participation above).  A response would be agreed by members at the next meeting of the Planning Environment & Transportation Committee on 03 April and taken before full council on 7th April for approval.

14. ANY OTHER BUSINESS (for information only)

14.1 ‘Youth Speaks’ – Cllrs Thompson & Nash reported on their attendance at a ‘Youth Speaks’ event at which youngsters from Cromer Junior School made a presentation based on ‘A bypass around Cromer’.  Their proposals were circulated and noted by members.


14.2 Cromer Markets – It was AGREED to add this to the agenda of the next meeting.
