1.  MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 04 OCTOBER 2007

     Chairman Cllr Lee signed the minutes of the meeting held on 04 October 2007 which were approved and adopted by full council on 29 October 2007.

2.  DECLARATION OF INTEREST

Cllr Lee declared an interest in item 10.2 Licensing Policy as he also serves on the NNDC Licensing Committee.

3.  APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE


Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs Amis, Nash and Thompson.

4.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION


There were no members of the public present.

5.  PLANNING APPLICATIONS 


Members considered and commented upon planning applications as detailed in Appendix A attached.

6.  PLANNING DECISIONS

Members received notice of planning decisions as detailed in Appendix B attached.

7.  PRE-SUBMISSION PLANNING DOCUMENTS

There were no pre-submission planning documents.
8.  PLANNING APPEALS

8.1 20061624 – Erection of single-storey dwelling adjacent to 14 Fulcher Avenue – It was noted that the appeal had been dismissed.


8.2 20070563 – 17 Cliff Avenue – It was noted that NNDC advised that the statement had been sent off but as yet nothing had been received from the planning inspector.

9.  OTHER PLANNING

9.1 Section 106 Agreements – It was noted that NNDC had advised that within the Local Development Framework it is proposed that a more rigorous policy requirement for community related facilities is to be provided with new residential properties than presently exists.


9.2 Development Control East – 20071364 – Erection of 18 two-bed flats at Cambridge Street - Recommended approval subject to conditions.  It was noted that previously NNDC had refused permission for development (refer Appendix B attached).

9.3 20071241 – 17 Prince of Wales Road – It was noted that this application had been withdrawn.  It was further noted that a new application had been submitted for this site (refer Appendix A attached).

9.4 Application for Lawful Development Certificate – 69 Church Street  It was noted that an application had been submitted relating to the siting of a freezer cabinet and fibre-glass butcher on the pavement.  NNDC had written to ask if members could confirm that these items had been sited there for at least 10 years.  Following discussion, members agreed that both items had been there for over 10 years and asked that in addition to confirming this to NNDC, the Clerk writes to Mr Hines to advise him of their confirmation.
9.5 NNDC Core Strategy Public Examination Notice – This was noted at the last meeting.

9.6 North Norfolk Core Strategy DPD – The programme of public examination sessions was noted.  It was agreed that the Clerk would ascertain which sessions members need to attend and arrange representation.

10.  LICENCES

10.1 Licensing Applications

There were no applications.  However, concern was raised that Jacques restaurant on Garden Street and Blazers members club on Surrey Street were both reopening under new ownership and no licensing applications had been received.  It was agreed that the Clerk would contact the NNDC Licensing Officer.


10.2 North Norfolk District Council Licensing Policy – Members had each received a copy of the draft policy for consideration.  It was agreed to raise no objections.


11. HIGHWAY MATTERS

11.1 Cycle Stands – Members considered and commented upon proposed locations for cycle stands.  Members agreed to cycle stands at locations 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 10,11, 12, 13 & 14.  In respect of the proposed cycle stand for the Meadow Car Park it was noted that the site is undergoing redevelopment and that it would be hoped the provision for cycle parking is included in the design.  In respect of the proposed stand outside Merchants’ Place, members would prefer that it be located at the back of the building in the car park.


11.2 Footway works at Cross Street – This was noted


11.3 Traffic Regulation order The Croft – This was noted.


11.4 Other Highway matters- It was noted that NCC is considering a proposal to remove yellow lines on Canada Road.  Subject to confirmation, NCC is hoping to co-ordinate this with the removal of the yellow lines on Cross Street.

12.  TRANSPORTATION MATTERS

12.1 Bus Timetables – Revised bus timetables were noted.  Following discussion, it was agreed that the Clerk would write to Norfolk County Council to ask that a central bus timetable is erected in the town centre displaying timetables from all the bus companies and if possible the train timetable too, and also that there is a need for timetables for rural services to be publicised throughout the area.

13. CORRESPONDENCE & CIRCULARS

13.1 Morrisons Supermarket  - The Deputy Clerk read a copy letter from NNDC in respect of a complaint received regarding early morning deliveries to Morrisons supermarket.  The original letter had been sent direct to the complainant.


13.2 CPRE – Light Pollution – Members received a letter from CPRE asking that the Town Council adopt a policy in respect of light pollution.  It was agreed that the Clerk would check the existing planning policy before progressing this matter.


13.3 Gypsy & Traveller Site – Members agreed a response to the consultation questionnaire which would be taken to full council on 03 December for approval.  Overall, members agreed that there had to be a site in the area and that the location next to the NNDC offices and the new Police Station was ideal.  


It was noted that a member of the public had telephoned with a number of questions about the proposals and that she had been advised to attend the public meeting on 14 November, at which members of the Town Council planning committee would also be in attendance.
