1. ELECTION OF COMMITTEE CHAIR

It was proposed by Cllr Johnson, seconded by Cllr Thompson and unanimously AGREED to elect Cllr Nash as Committee Chairman.  There were no other nominations.
2. ELECTION OF COMMITTEE VICE-CHAIR

It was proposed by Cllr Johnson, seconded by Cllr Thompson and unanimously AGREED to elect Cllr Mrs Smith as Committee 

Vice-Chairman.  There were no other nominations.
3. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 24 MARCH 2009

      The Minutes of the Meeting held on the 24 March 2009, which had been approved by full council on 06 April 2009 were signed.  There were no matters arising.

4. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest.

5. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

      Apologies were received from Cllr D Abel, ex-officio member J Richards and from Town Clerk Mrs J Chance.

6. ITEMS OF URGENT BUSINESS

There were none.

7. JOINT VENTURE WITH SHERINGHAM

Tony Shipp, as Chairman of the Crab & Lobster Festival Working Group, provided an update.  There was no report in respect of the Arts Working Group but the Mayor advised that Kate Royall was continuing to progress the project.

Cllr Smith voiced her disappointment that the St George’s Day Concert would be in Sheringham in 2010.  It was suggested that Cromer hosts a Last Night of the Proms event separate to the joint venture.

8. MARRIAGES

8.1 Ceremony Bookings Members received an update on marriages at North Lodge.  It was requested that future updates include a breakdown of numbers over the past few years.

8.2 Floral Arrangements Members considered a quotation for two floral arrangements for the Council Chamber.  It was AGREED to obtain further quotations and also to ask Cromer Flower Club for assistance.
9. FIREWORK EVENT

9.1 Update The Chairman of the Firework Committee advised that the next committee meeting will be in September.  It was AGREED to check with the Town Clerk in respect of the budget for the firework display.

9.2 Grant Request Members considered a request for a grant from the 2009 display from West Runton Scout Group.  Following discussion, it was proposed by Cllr Johnson, seconded by Cllr Nolan and AGREED to make a donation of £250.00 to the group.

10. TWINNING ASSOCIATION

The Chairman read a report, which had been provided by Jackie Richards.

11. BLOOM COMMITTEE

11.1 Report from Bloom Committee The Chairman of Cromer in Bloom provided an update.  It was noted that Cromer in Bloom competition entry forms are available, planting is on-going and that a beach clean was carried out as part of the BBC ‘Dirty Weekend’.

11.2 Bloom Correspondence  

Members noted receipt of minutes of the meeting held on 07 April 2009.  

Members considered a request from Cromer in Bloom asking permission to plant the small walled area outside the Community Centre.  The proprietor of the shop opposite had offered to sponsor the planting.  It was AGREED to approve this request.

12. CORRESPONDENCE AND CIRCULARS

12.1 Display of Community Posters  It was noted that as posters could no longer be displayed at the Information Centre and the library, a member of the public had written to ask that the Town Council consider supporting her request for a noticeboard outside the information centre.  Members appreciated the need but it was noted that posters can be displayed on the Town Council noticeboards, the Community Centre noticeboard, the Parish Hall noticeboard, the Church noticeboards (both inside and outside the church) and at Merchants’ Place.

12.2 Letters of thanks It was noted that letters of thanks in respect of grants had been received from Cromer Cricket Club, REME & NNAB.
