Prior to the meeting the Mayor advised members of Cllr Northway’s recent illness and wished her a speedy recovery.

1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were accepted from the Deputy Mayor Cllr Nolan, Cllr J Amis, Cllr K Johnson and Cllr M Northway.

2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
All members of the Town Council declared an interest in item 4 – W.I. Hall

3. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
There were no members of the public present.

4. W.I. HALL
Lease - Copies of the draft lease were circulated prior to the meeting.  It was AGREED to ask the solicitor to remove the clause in respect of awnings/masts/flagpoles and to ensure that the option to purchase is in place.  Subject to these amendments, it was unanimously AGREED to accept the lease.   It was hoped that the lease could be signed by 01 April 2008.

Charitable Status – The wording was presented by the Mayor.  It was AGREED to accept the Aims & Objectives within the document.  It was AGREED that the hall would be known as ‘Cromer Community Hall’.  It was AGREED that the trust would be known as ‘Cromer Community Trust’.

Other matters – It was AGREED to continue to charge £24 per 4 hour session or a pro-rata fee of £6 per hour.  It was suggested that fees for commercial bookings would be negotiable and was AGREED that the Clerk be given authority to negotiate fees.  It was suggested that youth organisations be offered a discounted rate.

It was AGREED to contact the Town Council’s energy supplier in respect of the electricity supply.

It was AGREED  that all matters relating to the W.I. Hall would be progressed via the Planning, Transportation & Environment Committee.

A press release to advise the public would be arranged.

The EDP reported left the meeting.

5. WEDDING FAYRE
The Town Clerk provided an update and advised that she had requested quotations for a smaller marquee.  In order to break even on costs, 17 stands would need to be booked.  The Town Clerk had already received 16 confirmed bookings.  It was AGREED to proceed with the arrangements for the Wedding Fayre.

7. IT WAS RESOLVED THAT UNDER THE PUBLIC BODIES (ADMISSION TO MEETINGS ACT 1960) TO EXCLUDE MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC
