5. QUESTIONS TO COUNTY & DISTRICT COUNCILLORS
LDF Site Specific - Cllr Bartlett raised concern that the views of Cromer Town Council in respect of the land behind Sutherland House were not listened to by NNDC.  There was an opportunity for the District Councillors to vote against this at the site specific meeting but they abstained.  Cllr Johnson advised that whilst he spoke on sites in the Town Ward, protocol dictated that he could not talk on those within the Suffield Park Ward.  There was no opportunity to vote against the report at the Site Specific meeting. He also advised that NNDC are happy with the work carried out by the Inspector.  If the Town Council wishes to take this further it has to go to the Secretary of State.
