BUDGET 2007/2008:-

5.1. It was AGREED to accept the Budget for 2007/2008.

6. CEMETERY (NO. 2 SITE):- 

6.1 
Cemetery Lodge:- It was AGREED to accept H. Bullen and Son Limited quote in the sum of £24,441.90 which includes a contingency figure of £1,163.90.

Cemetery Chapel:- The Clerk reported that work will be commencing shortly.

Second Tablet Area, Childrens’ Tablet Area and Other Faiths:- It was AGREED to site the second tablet area alongside the first one.  It was also AGREED that the grass will be removed from the surroundings of both tablet areas and some small decorative stones put in its place in order to aid grass cutting.  It was AGREED to place a Childrens’ tablet area close to the Childrens’ burial area.  The exact positioning still needs to be decided.  It was AGREED that other faiths should be placed on the Catholic side of the Cemetery near the double gates and this will be looked at further when an application is received.

Complaint in Respect of Headstone:- It was AGREED to wait until a complaint had been received in writing and we could establish which Stone Mason would be installing the new headstone.

Woodland Burials:- It was reported that a meeting had been held with the landowner of the woodland behind the cemetery with a view to leasing some of the woodland in order to establish a burial area.  This matter is ongoing.

Complaint Concerning Rabbits:- Further complaints have been received with regard to rabbits eating the flowers on the graves.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would contact some pest control firms and enquire whether there is anything that can be done.

Outside Tap:- It was AGREED to accept D.R. Dennis’s estimate in the sum of £95.00 to install an extra tap beside the toilet for use by the allotment holders.

CEMETERY (NO 1 SITE):-

Cemetery Chapel and Wildlife Garden:- It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to Tony Shipp to enquire whether the Environment Focus Group would be interested in taking on the Old Chapel for a peppercorn rent to be used as a museum as part of the signal box.  Grants would need to be applied for to carry out the restoration work.

Public Toilets North Lodge Park:- It was AGREED that the Clerk would write to NNDC accepting their offer to take the toilets on a lease basis until the new design for North Lodge Park is completed.

Dog Bin Request:- A request had been received for a dog bin to be placed on Roughton Road.  It was AGREED that the Clerk should write to the resident explaining that the cost was too prohibitive and that Cromer Town Council do not have any dog bins at present.
