1.  Minutes of the meeting held on 28 August 2007
The minutes of the meeting held on 28 August 2007  which were approved by full council on 03 September were signed by the Chairman.

2.  Declarations of interest

3.  Apologies for absence

Apologies were received from Cllr J Edwards who was on holiday.

4.  Items of urgent business (for information only)
     4.1 There were no items of urgent business.

5. Public Participation 
There were no members of the public present.

6.  Budget

     6.1  Members were in receipt of the budget for the financial year 2008/09 which had been previously circulated.  It was AGREED that the budget be APPROVED.  It was further AGREED that the cemetery fees should be increased as shown in Appendix 1 attached.

7.  Cemetery No 2 Site


7.1 Rules & Regulations – Following discussion it was AGREED to amend the Rules & Regulations as per Appendix 2 attached.  The new leaflet would also be amended accordingly.  It was AGREED to APPROVE the revised Notice of Internment form which has been amended to include details of next of kin.


7.2  Solar Lights – Members received a request for a memorial with an inbuilt solar light.  Following discussion, it was AGREED to refuse permission.

      7.3 Cemetery Lodge – The Town Clerk advised that tenants have been advised of the rent increase.

      7.4 Cemetery Chapel – The Town Clerk advised that the second phase of works has gone out to tender.


It was suggested that the Town Council hold a Carol Concert in the Chapel in 2008 and also consider a Festival of Christmas Trees.

8.  Cemetery No 1 Site
8.1 Cemetery Chapel – It was noted that the Clerk has written to Malcolm Crowder for an update.

8.2 Cemetery Wall – It was noted that the wall has been repaired and that the railings are being cast.

8.3 Overgrown Trees – It was noted that the Clerk was arranging to meet with the NNDC Tree Officer at the site.

9.  Garden Allotment Site

9.1 Overgrown Allotments – It was noted that the Clerk had written to the allotment holders asking that the plots be attended to under the terms and conditions of the tenancy agreements.

9.2  Cromer High School – It was noted that Cromer High School is interested in renting an allotment for use by pupils.  It was AGREED that the school would be offered the next available plot.

10.  Street Lighting


10.1  CCM3, CLC1,CLB3 – It was AGREED to accept the quotation dated 24 September for the repair of the above-mentioned columns.

11.  Flagpole

11.1 Churchyard Flagpole – The Clerk raised concern at the safety of the existing flagpole and advised members of quotations received to carry out the necessary repairs.  Following discussion, it was AGREED to ask Plymol to make safe the flagpole and to ask them for a further quotation for the fittings required to enable flags to be flown.


Concern was also raised at the condition of the town flag which had been flown from North Lodge over the summer months.  It was suggested that consideration be given to only flying the town flag on special occasions.

12. Bus Shelters & Benches

12.1 Mill Road Bus Shelter – The Clerk advised that a complaint has been received that the shelter is being used as a toilet.  It was suggested that the shelter be demolished and replaced with a plastic shelter but it was noted that the back wall of the shelter forms part of the former public toilets which are now used by the football club.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would arrange to visit the site with a builder to obtain further advice before any decision is made.


12.2  Memorial Bench – The Clerk advised that a request had been received for a memorial plaque on one of the seafront benches.  It was AGREED that Cllr Lee would contact Janet Quinton at NNDC.  It was also suggested that maybe a bench could be installed on the pavement outside the Cliftonville Hotel.
