1. ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN
It was proposed by Cllr Thompson, seconded by Cllr Edwards and unanimously AGREED to elect Cllr Mrs Y Nolan as Committee Chairman.  There were no other nominations.

2. ELECTION OF VICE-CHAIR
It was proposed by Cllr Northway, seconded by Cllr Amis and unanimously AGREED to elect Cllr Mrs H Thompson as Committee Vice-Chairman.  There were no other nominations.
3. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 01 APRIL 2008
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 01 April 2008 which were approved by Full Council on 07 April 2008 were signed by the Chairman.

4. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest.

5. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were accepted from Cllrs Harris, Nash & Smith.

6. ITEMS OF URGENT BUSINESS
There were no items of urgent business

7. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
There were no members of the public present.

8. CEMETERY (No 2 Site)
8.1 Chapel – The Town Clerk advised that the Project Manager was still obtaining tender documents.  It was AGREED to have a meeting with the Project Manager to discuss progress.

8.2 Cemetery Lodge – The Town Clerk advised that the problems with the boiler were still on-going.  It was AGREED to suggest to the tenants that they try a different oil supplier and to not let the oil level drop below half full to see is this rectifies the problems.  It was noted that the corner wall in the third bedroom is still leaking.  It was AGREED to arrange for this to be inspected.

8.3 Rules & Regulations – It was noted that Cllr Woodcock had provided revised wording for the leaflet which would be drafted prior to the forthcoming meeting with the local funeral directors.

8.4 Woodland Burials – It was felt that the woodland adjoining the cemetery would be the best site for woodland burials.  The Town Clerk would continue to make enquiries of the landowner.

8.5 Future Planning – It was noted that only 77 grave spaces remain unallocated in the consecrated area.  It was AGREED to include the mowing of the field in the maintenance contract with effect from 2009 with a view to preparing the field for future burials.  It was further AGREED that the Deputy Town Clerk would obtain all the necessary documentation required for the consecration of the land.

8.6 Memorial Inspection – Members received an update in respect of the memorials found to be in need of repair during the last memorial inspection.  It was noted that next of kin contact details were not readily available for the majority of the memorials.  It was AGREED to make further enquiries to try to ascertain the next of kin before any decision is made to lay down the memorials.

8.7 Any Other Cemetery Matters (for information only) – It was noted that another pot hole has appeared near the gate.
9. CEMETERY (No 1 Site)

9.1 Memorial Inspection – It was AGREED to obtain tenders for the inspection of the memorials.  

9.2 Maintenance – It was noted that the next cut is imminent.

9.3 Grazing  - It was suggested that sheep could be allowed to graze in the cemetery grounds.  It was felt that this could be considered at some time in the future.

9.4 Other cemetery matters (for information only) – There were no other matters to report.

10. GARDEN ALLOTMENT SITE

10.1 Sheds & Storage – It was AGREED that any application which met the rules and regulations would be permitted.

10.2 Other matters – It was noted that the Town Clerk and Deputy would be undertaking another allotment inspection.  It was AGREED that the handyman would be asked to cut the overgrown grass on allotment 2.

11. STREETLIGHTS

11.1 Pier Court – It was noted that a resident had complained that the streetlight outside Pier Court was too bright and was disrupting her sleep.  It was AGREED to look into the possibility of replacing the lamps with directional beam lamps.

11.2 Other matters – It was noted that some of the streetlights in the churchyard were not working.  This would be reported to the contractor.
12. CORRESPONDENCE

· Litter – A copy of a resident’s letter to NNDC was noted.  It was further noted that a litter pick is being organised by Cromer in Bloom and Rotary.

13. ANY OTHER BUSINESS (For information only)
Floral displays at the Cemetery Chapel – It was noted that once the wedding flowers in the Chamber are replaced, the old displays will be taken to the Chapel for use at funeral services.
