1. Please check your address, this form is for this property only. If you are moving on or before 15 October 2011 leave this
form for the new residents, do not take it with you. If the pre-printed names are no longer resident please see note 3.

2. Complete section 2 if nobody at this address is entitled to register to vote. Second Homes If this property is your
second home (not your main residence) you need to show that your residence here has a considerable degree of permanence
in order to register to vote here if you so choose. If you reside here for 6 months of a year and do not rent out at other times
you are able to register by completing this form. If you reside here for less than 6 months of a year simply complete section 2
by ticking the second home box (there is no need to complete any name details), sign at section 5 and return. Empty
Property This means there is nobody permanently living at the property on 15 October 2011 i.e. unoccupied, holiday let.
