


In certain cases when you meet a planning officer you may be asked if you
would like a more comprehensive opinion to be given. This could involve a
site visit by the planning officer and consultation with other departments
of the Council or outside organisations, whose views may have a bearing
on the outcome of your proposed development. This will involve a certain
delay but will potentially identify issues relating to the acceptability of your
proposal, which otherwise may only come to light when an application is
submitted.

It is important to appreciate that whilst planning officers will endeavour

to provide their best advice on the basis of the proposals you put forward,
such advice is given without prejudice to the formal outcome of a
planning application. Once a planning application is made public, other
views expressed or issues raised may have a bearing on the final decision.

*The reference to planning applications also includes applications for Listed
Building Consent, Conservation Area Consent and Advertisment Consent.
