There were no apologies for absence.

Membership. The Chairman reported with regret that Mr Ken Taylor
had resigned. Mrs Crawley expressed appreciation for his long service
on the PC and his wise counsel — “a sane voice”. In his place it was
agreed to co-opt Mr Ross Haddow, who then signed the prescribed
Declaration of Acceptance of Office and took his seat on the Coundil.

The Minutes of the previous (22 Aug 2007) meeting were approved.

Norfolk Rural Community Council.

Mrs Angela Morgan Cromer explained in outline a pilot project

“Access for Life”, aiming to provide multi-agency services for outlying
areas. For example there could be benefit in combining in one visit
access to the Mobile Library, advice from a CAB rep, and advice from
a Job Centre rep. NRCC could lay on refreshments at a suitable venue.
It was agreed to have a *trial run’ at the coffee morning already
planned for Sat 17 Nov at the Village Hall in Hunworth. Action LW.

NNDC affairs. Mrs Brettle gave an update on latest developments.

Hunworth Green and Hunworth Common track-resurfacing.

Ross Haddow reported that Mr Morrissey expected to start work on
these 2 projects at the end of October. The Clerk drew attention to
the importance of early completion of the improvements to the track
on Hunworth Green, to comply with the conditions of the HAP grant.

Finance. The Clerk reported that bank balances ¢/f as on 28 Sep '07
were £977.60 in PC current a/c and £2,350 in PC Projects a/c.

Standing Orders and Financial Orders (drafts previously circulated).
Tt was agreed (prop JM, sec MR, 4 votes in favour and 2 abstentions)
to adopt these.
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Minor projects

IM reported on a quotation of £200 from Mr Darren Poore to install
the Penny Crawley Memorial seat at the bus-stop on the Green, and
an offer from the V.Hall C'ttee to share this cost 50/50 with the PC.
This deal was agreed. It was also agreed that the old and faded
‘No Parking’ sign on the Green should be replaced. Action CC.

Community Speedwatch scheme. LW reported that the recent public
meeting about this had been attended by 4 people. To operate the
scheme 6 volunteers were needed, and it could be a joint venture
with Edgefield. It was agreed in principle that the scheme could go
ahead, with Liz Waites as organiser/co-ordinator of volunteers, but
with no commitment from the PC towards the £750 up-front deposit.

NCAPTC (Norfolk County Association of Parish & Town Councils}.

The Clerk reported on the AGM held at E.Tuddenham on 15Sept.

He gave notice of an Area mieeting to be held at Edgefield 20 Nov.

He recommended Councillors, especially (but not only) new ones, to
attend a training session at the Old School Hall Fulmodeston 29 Nov.
CILCA (Cert in Local Council Admin). The Clerk reported on the results
of his 26-section portfolio submitted to the Examiners ~ 4 Distinctions,
16 Passes, and 6 Fails, which he aimed to re-sit and, hopefully, pass.

Planning. It was agreed to hold site-meetings at 3 p.m. on Sunday
afternoon QOct 21 at Stody Hall Barns (part-conversion to offices},
and at 11 Beck Cottages, Barbers Lane (extension at rear).

Other business.

Stody churchyard. In reply to a query from JD the Clerk confirmed
he had received email from the Vicar about plans for tree-planting.
Roadside at Green Farm Barn and Green Farm House, Hunworth.
Coundil noted...

a) that Mr Macgonigle had proposals to ‘re-instate’ this area,

and b) that his neighbours objected strongly to these proposals.

It was agreed to ask Mr Macgonigle to copy his proposals to the PC
for their consideration, after which a site-meeting could be convened.

Correspondence.
The Chairman asked Councillors which of them had the folder, which

was supposed to circulate from one to another — see Aug 22 Minutes.
Regrettably, nobody knew where it was. It was agreed to re-faunch
the system, this time with a ring-file (less likely to disappear).
