Apology for absence was received from NNDC Councilior Mrs L.Brettle.

The Minutes of the previous (16 May) meeting were approved.

Hunworth Green Track improvement scheme.

As a follow-up to the Clerk’s 25 July Memo to the ‘Quartet’ it
was noted that funds available in the Stody Projects a/c for this
purpose were now £2,500. Accordingly, Council authorised Ross
Haddow to start work and spend up to this amount on the job,
to be done mainly by the builder Mr Morrissey, under Mr
Haddow’s supervision. The problem of how to complete the
whole of the original plan wouid be addressed later, depending
on what additional funds might be raised or become available.

Natural England CSF (Catchment Sensitive Farming) Scheme.
Ross Haddow reported that, with the prior approval of the PC
Chairman and Parish Clerk, he had successfully negotiated a
grant of £10,000, to re-surface the track on Hunworth High
Common owned by the Parish Council (leading off the Holt-
Hunworth road and going down to the ford). The benefit would
be reduced erosion, resulting in reduced siltation of the Glaven.

Finance.

a) The Annual Governance Statement, required for Section 2 of
the audit of 2006/07 PC accounts, was approved and signed.

b) The draft 2008/09 PC Budget (previously prepared and
circulated by the Clerk) was discussed, and then approved,
with two amendments... The Precept request to NNDC for
2008/09 was increased from current £1700 to £3,000 (by 6
votes to 1, ID against), ... and the number of hours p.week
for which the Clerk is paid was set at 1.6, i.e, 83 hrs p.a., as
opposed to the 2 hours p.w. proposed in the draft.

¢) Council authorised the transfer of £500 to the Projects a/c,
being the contribution to ‘match’ the £500 grant from HAP,
and authorised payment of £50 donation to Hoit CAB.

d) Council expressed appreciation for the generous legacy of
£2,000 from the late Ian MacNicol, designated for a project
to benefit the combined villages of Hunworth and Stody.
After discussion, in which Mrs Adel MacNicol participated, it
was agreed to use the £2,000 on Village Hall improvements.
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The Clerk recommended that Council should adopt these, and
reported that as part of his current studies for CILCA he had
produced drafts based on NALC models but adapted for Stody.
It was agreed that Tony Mac should make photocopies of these
Drafts, for distribution to each PC member and consideration at
the next PC meeting (Wed 17 Oct).

Bus-stop on Hunworth Green.

The Chairman reported that Norfolk County Council, in order to
comply with the Disability Discrimination Act, proposed to erect
a hard-standing (wheel-chair friendly) area, and bus-stop posts,
on the X6 bus route at Hunworth. Their drawings however had
put the bus-stop in the wrong place. This mistake had been
brought to their attention, and would be corrected, with another
round of consultation with the PC and local residents.

It was agreed that the logical place to site the Penny Crawley
Memorial seat would be at the (southbound) bus-stop.

Planning. It was noted that NNDC had approved the applications
submitted for extensions (balcony) to Old Barns in Hunworth,
and for conversion of outbuildings at Stody Hall for holiday use.

Community Speed Watch.

PCSO Emma Hendry-Smith (representing PC Childs in Holt),
attending our PC meeting by invitation, reported on how CSW
works. A team of volunteers is trained to use a speed-gun and
report back to the police information on speeding vehicles. It
was agreed that Liz Waites should organise a public meeting, to
assess how much support there is for CSW, and report back.

CILCA (Cert in Local Council Administration) for Quality Clerks.
The Clerk reported that he had completed the 25-section
portfolio required for this, ready for submission in September.
NCAPTC AGM will be on Sept 15™ at E.Tuddenham V.Hall.

No councillors volunteered to attend, but the Clerk was
authorised to go if he wished.

A folder of various correspondence, not requiring discussion but
containing information which councillors should know about, such as
HAP Questionnaire, Norfolk Link (the NCAPTC magazine), NNDC
affairs, District Councillor's Notebook, Holt CAB Annual Report, etc,
was ‘tabled’, to be passed on from one councillor to the next.

Advance notice of Other Business was received for the next PC
agenda — replacement of the No Parking sign on the Green.
