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Core Strategy Submission Document consultation

The Core Strategy (incorporating development control policies) Development Plan Document, Proposals
Map and various supporting documents were formally submitted to the Secretary of State on 18 June
2007 and a six week consultation period ran until the 30 July 2007. During this period, copies of the
Submission Documents were made available for inspection at the Council’s offices, all local libraries and
were also published on the Council’s website.

Advertisements outlining the submission of the Core Strategy, the places where it could be inspected,
and the means by which representations could be made, were published in local newspapers and over
500 bodies and individuals were sent copies of the submission document. In addition, over 500 bodies
and individuals were notified of the consultation period and how to view the documents and make
representations.

In total, 258 organisations and individuals made 807 representations on the Core Strategy and Proposals
Map within the specified six week period. Of the 807 representations, 589 considered the Core Strategy
unsound and 139 considered it sound. A further 79 did not specify whether they considered the document
sound or unsound.

Minor modifications schedule

This minor modifications schedule has been prepared by North Norfolk District Council to indicate to the
Inspector minor changes it would be prepared to accept as a result of representations received.

Paragraph 4.18 of PPS12 provides advice on pre-examination changes. There is a presumption against
substantial change at this stage, therefore the minor modifications proposed in this document are limited
to matters of factual correction and clarification and do not alter the substance of policy. As this schedule
is limited to minor changes only it is not considered there will be implications on soundness of the plan.
The Planning Inspectorate good practice note 'Lessons learnt examining Development Plan Documents'
(June 2007) states in paragraph 1.20 that a pre-examination change will not need to be advertised if it is
a point clarifying something or correcting an error. Therefore, as this schedule is limited to minor
amendments it has been published on the Council website and added to the Core Strategy Examination
Document library, however it has not been formally advertised. These modifications, along with the
remaining representations, will be considered by the Inspector through the examination. The Council is
not seeking further comments on the proposed minor modifications.

This schedule should be read in conjunction with the submission Core Strategy, and this document is
presented in the same order. Where a section is not included in this document there are no minor changes
proposed at this stage.
