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With respect to Tourism Development it should be appreciated that most of the Tourists who visit North Norfolk do so because it is still relatively unchanged.  Tourism is a major industry in this part of the world and I write as one who has been actively involved in it for the past 30 years.  People come here because of its beauty; its quietness and its open skies and coastline.  It is therefore absolutely essential that these things should be safeguarded.  If they are not then the very people who pay our way will stop coming.  It is therefore imperative that Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty are preserved and improved.  

Sadly a number of larger hotel/guest houses in the Cromer district have closed during the past few years.  It is extremely unlikely that they will be replaced as the investment required would be prohibitive.  The greatest likelihood for growth is in the self-catering sector and this must be encouraged.  There is no shortage of visitors between Easter and October but there is a shortage of places for them to stay, especially during the peak weeks.
