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With respect to the general Approach to Cromer and SS7 the document proposes an additional 1000 to 1150 houses in Cromer by the year 2021.  This number of dwellings equates to around 3000 people.  The document does not appear to address the issue of where those amongst these 3000 who are capable of working will find employment.  There would be say 1000 such people.  There is precious little industry in the Cromer area.  It is unlikely that there would be much investment in hotels. Most growth in the holiday industry is in self-catering which requires very little work force; there could be a few required in caring for the elderly and in the local authority.  However most would have to travel to centres which offer more work opportunities – mainly Norwich.  With the great concern over the environment people should be encouraged to live near their work place and not twenty five miles away.  Furthermore there would be some 600 extra school children which is equivalent to a complete school.  Where would this be?  There are no suitable sites within the centre of Cromer and a school would therefore have to be built on the outskirts which would mean a high use of car and bus transport.  Again this is environmentally poor.
