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With respect to Open Space and Leisure Facilities section 2.9.6 identifies for Cromer a present deficiency of Recreational Space.  A further 3000 people would require an additional 6ha of recreational space.  The local development framework proposed, not an increase, but a reduction of Recreational Space by building on an area which is at present reserved for this purpose.  Namely site CO4.  This is contrary to Government Guideline PPG 17 which states the need to promote recreational areas. Policy 104 of the present structure plan states that proposals that involve the partial or complete loss of public, private or school playing space or children’s play areas would not be permitted unless alternative space is provided and applications could demonstrate that the proposal would not result in or increase the shortfall.  

Furthermore it is important that Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty should not be built upon.  Rather they should be enhanced.
