The North Norfolk Design Guide was adopted by North Norfolk District Council at its Full Council committee meeting on 17 December 2008. 


The Design Guide is a Supplementary Planning Document (SPD) with two main purposes:�


To offer advice and support to anyone involved or interested in the design or alteration of the built environment in North Norfolk, with the objective of raising the quality of design in the District; and,





To provide further guidance and background information on North Norfolk Core Strategy policies, in particular Policy EN4 Design (including crime prevention) and EN6 Sustainable Construction and Energy Efficiency.





Any person aggrieved by the Design Guide may apply for permission to apply for a judicial review of the SPD. Any such application must be made not later than Wednesday 11 March 2009.�
