Prior to the Hearing sessions, a Pre Hearing Meeting (PHM) will be held on Tuesday 8th June to discuss the management of the Hearings. The meeting will take place in the Council Chamber at the North Norfolk District Council Offices, Holt Road, Cromer starting promptly at 10:00am. 

This PHM is to help the Inspector and all interested parties to prepare for the Examination Hearings. At present it seems likely that there will be 9 hearing days spread over three weeks starting from 20th July, but this is still awaiting confirmation.
