My records show that you/your organisation has submitted representations on the North Norfolk Site Specific Proposals and/or on Single Policy Review (Conversion & Re-Use of Rural Buildings as Dwellings) Development Plan Documents.  If you are represented by an agent, he will have also received this letter 
The Secretary of State has appointed Mr Paul Dobsen MA (Oxon) DipTP MRTPI FRGS of The Planning Inspectorate to conduct the Hearings.  I am the Programme Officer responsible for assisting this Inspector with all aspects of the examination administration. 

Prior to the Hearing sessions, a Pre-Hearing Meeting will be held on Tuesday 8th June to discuss the management of the Hearings. The meeting will take place in the Council Chamber at the North Norfolk District Council Offices, Holt Road, Cromer starting promptly at 10:00am. 
This PHM is to help the Inspector and all interested parties to prepare for the Examination Hearings.  The Inspector will outline how the Examination will be conducted and the procedures to be followed.   It is important that those who wish to be involved at the hearing process attend the PHM.  However, the Inspector has already been provided with the written representations that you have made and these will be given the same weight as those which will be pursued by a personal appearance at the Hearings.  Therefore, if your representation clearly states your point of view, there is no need for you to attend the hearing process or the PHM.  

The Inspector is currently assessing the main topics and how best to conduct the examination itself.  I am assisting him with the programming of the public hearing sessions.  At present it seems likely that there will be 9 hearing days spread over three weeks starting from 20th July, but this is still awaiting confirmation.

To assist in making the necessary arrangements I would be grateful if you would let me know if you wish to attend the Pre-Hearing Meeting before Friday 14th May.   This can be done by:-
