3. An important development has now been completed relevant to returning rail services to Holt in the form of the restoration, initially for occasional use only, of a road crossing and connection at Sheringham between the Network Rail Bittern Line (from Norwich to Sheringham) and the North Norfolk Railway which currently runs from Sheringham to High Kelling, just short of Holt. 
4. The logical next step in restoring rail services through Holt and Melton Constable to Fakenham to join the orbital line then continuing through Dereham to rejoin the main line at Wymondham is the short extension of the North Norfolk Rail line to Holt.
5. At a meeting of Holt Town Council held in June, the prospect of restoring rail services to Holt, with a new station to be constructed beside the bypass was discussed and a joint working party of the Holt, Melton Constable and Fakenham Railway Company Limited, the North Norfolk Railway and Holt Town Council is being set up to consider taking this project forward; 

6. Negotiations are in hand between the HMC&F Railway Company with the only private landowner controlling part of the alignment between the existing terminus of the North Norfolk Railway at High Kelling and the proposed Holt station site.  

7. This remains a long term initiative consistent with Central Government policies targeted at carbon reduction and with local policies designed to promote public transport.  
8. There is a good prospect of this next phase of the scheme being completed during the plan period.

9. The minor modifications to the draft plan sought will ensure that the scheme is not unnecessarily thwarted by a failure to take it into account when designing the relevant developments and the means of access to them.
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
