INTRODUCTION

  (a)
Hoveton is a village.
In the Draft Programme of Public Hearing Sessions it has been lumped in with North Walsham and Stalham which are both towns.  This is very misleading.

Hoveton population 1,800.      North Walsham population 12,000

     (b)  Hoveton  should be in with the “Service Villages”  

e.g. Briston & Melton Constable population 2,500.   Hoveton population 1,800.

Members of Hoveton Parish Council are not expert in finding their way around the comprehensive documents produced by NNDC over the past five years in relation to this LDF consultation.  The layman finds the jargon and acronyms are difficult to follow.  However, a representative of Hoveton Parish Council has attended all consultation meetings and all documents have been studied.
HPC states the following were not considered by North Norfolk District Council Working party and the decisions made are, therefore, unsound.

Inspector`s Questions

B) 3-8 and 9  No. xiii
“Are any of the allocations subject to any demonstrable and overriding infrastructure constraints (esp. water/sewerage/drainage; education highways) which cannot be overcome by planning conditions and/or obligations?”

Overriding constraints regarding HIGHWAYS have not been addressed.  Does not meet Soundness Test.
NNDC have regarded their Local Development Framework in isolation.

(a)  The Greater Norwich Development Partnership has developed their Joint Core Strategy including 200 new homes in Wroxham which is described as a Key Service Centre.  (Planning Authority Broadland District Council*) There are no services in Wroxham.  No school: no medical centre: no shops: no pub.  Greater Norwich Development Partnership admits that the Key Service Centre is, in fact, Hoveton which is the other side of the River Bure accessed over an “ancient monument” bridge (A1151).

(b)  Traffic Surveys for the LDF were done before the theme park BeWilderwood” opened in Hoveton 2006.  Visitor numbers for 2010 will be 200,000.  The planning authority for BeWilderwood is the Broads Authority*.

Develop Along A1151
Hoveton Parish Council supports site HVO6  (original Site Specific Proposal HVO3 published in March 2006).  

New development should be along the A1151, Stalham Road which would draw Forty Row residents into the village.

Fewer Houses (but must include affordable houses and sheltered housing)
To address the terrible traffic problems in the village (gridlock during the tourist season and rush hours) reduce housing allocation to under 100 units.
