Question (iv) Will the proposed allocations deliver the stated objectives of the North Norfolk Core Strategy?
 Core Aim 1

To address the housing needs of the whole community

· To provide a variety of housing types in order to meet the needs of a range of households of different sizes, ages and incomes and contribute to a balanced housing market.

· To meet the needs of specific people including the elderly, the disabled and the Gypsy and Traveller community. 
The proposals put forward in the LDF SSP Draft Plan for North Walsham are unsound in that cumulatively they represent a series of complex sites where deliverability could prove a serious hindrance to the implementation of the plan, and in consequence to a shortage housing provision that is a requirement of the Core Strategy.

The largest site at Norwich Road/ Nursery Drive is in a number of ownerships which always presents difficulties in bringing development forward. The scale of the development means that phasing will have to be used not only to ensure an orderly development process but in terms of the housing market for North Norfolk there is a maximum volume of sales that can be generated from a particular site. The site also adjoins a site which has hazardous substances which has already resulted in the refusal of a planning application.

North Walsham football club site relies on the existing club being relocated to a suitable site although there is no allocation in the plan which makes provision for such relocation. Poor access for pedestrians connecting to the town centre is identified as a problem and as yet there appears to be no deliverable resolution to this issue.

Paston College Lawns Site again is complex and is reliant upon the relocation of the college to another site which whilst this is identified in the plan it is still reliant on funding which at the time writing is by no means certain.

For all the above reasons the allocations made in the LDF SSP Draft Plan have sufficient difficulties associated with them to risk the deliverability of the plan and therefore undermine its soundness.
