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1. I made representations under the above Consultee ID as an employee of Bastin Steward.  I am now employed by Spalding & Co.

2. My representations including the following are confirmed as standing:

3. Since the consultation process was completed, a survey of heavy goods vehicle movements to Cornish Way has been carried out as a result of which the County Council Highways reservations have been withdrawn.  The full text of the survey has been lodged both with the County Council and with North Norfolk District Council.
4. Of the original estimated 14.82 acres (6.0 Ha) of developable land zoned in the previous Local Development Plan for employment use, approximately 6.10 acres (2.5 Ha) have been sold and mainly developed and the sale of a further 2 acres has been agreed subject to contract.  There is firm interest in a further acre.  Even taking account of the recent economic slow-down, available land has been taken up at between 1 and 2 acres per annum on average pointing to the site previously zoned for development being exhausted within 5 years or thereabouts and certainly long before the end of the plan period.
5. The base structure for the approved Estate Road together with foul and surface water drains and conduits for other services have all been extended since the consultation process in readiness for development of the remainder of the land previously zoned.  This road is capable of straightforward extension to serve the additional area now indicated for inclusion in the zoning and the site is therefore wholly deliverable in development terms.

6. Consultees have questioned the degree to which the new zoning represents an extension to the original zoning.  The area originally zoned for development amounted to some 25.6 acres (10.4 Ha) of which 10.78 acres (4.4 Ha) would have been required for roads (including the then proposed link road) and landscaping leaving the 14.82 net developable acreage (6.0 Ha) referred to above.  The zoning now proposed extends to approximately 31.32 acres (12.7 Ha) of which 10.3 acres (4.2 Ha) is required for landscaping and roads leaving a net developable area of just over 21 acres (8.5 Ha), an increase of 6.2 acres or 41.7% on the original allocation.
7. Consultees have suggested that extension of the development will add to HGV traffic through residential areas of the town or to increased traffic over country roads to the rear of the site.  The traffic survey demonstrated that there is no evidence pointing to the first problem.  As far as the second is concerned, there is no proposed access to the site from the country roads referred to and there is no reason for them to carry any traffic whatsoever associated with this site.
8. Finally, consultees have questioned the adequacy of the landscaping provision made for the site and the background to its layout.

An agreed programme of mixed tree planting was carried out with the approval of the District Council and is now in its third year of growth.  All trees which have died have been replaced and the ground between the trees has been regularly cut.  Inevitably, the trees were small when planted but this improves their prospect of strong growth and a long maturity and by the time the further reaches of the site are developed (probably in about a further 5 years) it will be largely screened from  the nearest houses which are some  85  metres distant from the nearest edge of the landscaping and approximately 100metres from the boundary of the developable area.  The Inspector is invited to visit the site to verify this information.

9. As far as the design of the landscaping is concerned, the original planning consent on the site was conditional upon a programme of landscaping being approved before development could proceed.  It had been envisaged that this would have followed the outer edge of the proposed link road crossing the site.  When it became apparent that the link road would not be built, the Local Planning Authority approved the present landscaping scheme to avid an illogical subdivision of the site and in consistence with the known intention that an additional area should be zoned for employment use in partial substitution for the much larger area immediately to the west which had been zoned for development in the previous local development plan but which was no longer capable of development in the absence of the link road.

The additional zoning remains necessary to the balanced development of the town and available for development without constraint to meet demand.
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
